Baltimore, Md., Feb. 11, 1920.
I.

Ash Wednesday, the first day of
Lent, falls on the 18th day of February.

1. All the faithful who have com-
pleted their 21st year, unless exempt
by dispensation or some other legiti-
mate cause, are bound to observe the
fast of Lent.

2. They are to make one meal only

el o

a day, except on Sundays.

3. A small refreshment, commonly
called a collation, is permitted in the
evening.

4. The following persons are ex-
empt from obligation of fasting: Per-
sons under 21 years of age, the sick,
nursing women. those who are obliged
to do hard labor, and those who,
through weakness, cannot fast without
great prejudice to their health.

5. The faithful are reminded that,
besides the obligation of fasting im-
posed by the Church, this holy season
of Lent should be, in an especial man-
ner, & time of earnest prayer, of sor-
row for sins, of seclusion from the
world and its amusements, and of
generous armsgiving.

8. The Lenten fast ends at noon on
Holy Saturday.

6. The use of hog’s lard or drip-
pings, instead of butter, is authorized
i2 preparing permitted food.

7. Persons exempt from the obligae
tion of fasting are free to take meat
more than once on those days when its
use is granted by dispensation.

By virtue of an Indult granted to us
ny the Holy See March 15, 1895, and
renewed until March 19, 1925, we per-
nit to all working men and their fami-
'ies the use of flesh-meat once a day on
all fast days and abstinence days
:hroughout the year, with the excep-
vion of Fridays, Ash Wednesday, the
Wednesday and Saturday of Holy
Week and the Eve of Christmas.

Men serving in the Army or Navy
are allowed meat on all days of the
year, except the Vigil of Christmas,
Ash Wednesday, Good Friday and
the forenoon of Holy Saturday.
