have been discharged, may be rein-
stated at any time before Jily 1, 1920

The only conditions are: (1) Two
monthly premiums on the amount of
insurance to be reinstated must accom-
pany the opplication. (2) The appli-
cart must be in as good health as at
the date of discharge or at the expiray
tion of the grace period, whichever is
the latter date; and so statc in the ap-
plication.

All income tax returns covering the
year 1919 must be filed by Monday,
March 15. Each taxable return must
be accompanied by check or money or-
der for the full amount or at least one-
quarter of the amount of tax due.

Cash payments are accepted only at
the collector’s main ofiice; if sent by
mail they are at the sender’s risk.

their returns with, and make payments
of Income Tax to, Joshua W, Miles,
Collector of Internal Revenue, Balti-
more.

Those who must file returns but
have not done so are warned that the
revenue law imposes heavy penalties
for failure to get returns in on time or
to make payvments on time.
