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POULTRYMAN’S SUCCESS WITH CHICKENS

Wire Door Back of Board Front Can Be Slid Forward at Night to Pre-
vent Animals Entering Coop.

(Prepared by the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture.)

The heart of every poultry keeper
rejoices when his hatches are full ones.
This joy, however, quickly turns to
distress if the baby chicks do not
thrive, and the successful brooding of
chickens is a difficult operation, es-
pecially for a beginner. Many poultry
keepers who are able to secure good
egg vields and fair hatches make a
failure of brooding chickens, either in
raising only a small percentage of the
chickens hatched or in failing to rear
strong, vigorous birds which develop
into good breeding stock.

Brooding with hens is the simplest
and easiest way to raise a few chick-
ens and is the method which is used
on the average
farm, according to United States de-
partment of agriculture specialists.
Artificial brooders are necessary
where winter or very early chickens
are raised, where only Leghorns or
other nonsetting breeds of poultry are
kept, or where large numbers of chick-
ens are raised commercially.

Rearing Chickens With Hens.

Sitting hens should be confined to
slightly darkened nests at hatching
time and not disturbed unless they
step on or pick their chickens when
hatching, in which case the chickens
should be removed as soon as dry, in
a basket lined with flannel or some
other warm material, and kept near

a fire until all the eggs are hatched; |

or the eggs may be removed and
placed under a quieter hen whose eggs
are hatching at the same time. An
incubator may be used to keep the
earliest hatched chickens warm, in
case they are removed from the nest.
If the eggs hatch unevenly, those
which are slow in hatching may be
placed under other hens, as hens often
get restless after a part of the chick-
ens are out, allowing the remaining
eggs to become cooled at the very time
when steady heat is necessary. Re-
move the egg shells and any eggs
which have not hatched as soon as
the hatching is over. Hens should be
fed as soon as possible after the eggs
are hatched, as feeding tends to keep
them quiet; otherwise many hens will
leave the nest. In most cases, It IS
best that the hen remain on the nest
and brood the chickens for at least 24
hours after the hatching is over.

Powder the hen with a good insect
powder before moving her and the
chickens to the breod coop. The hen
should be dusted every two weeks, or
as often as necessary until the chick-
ens are weaned. If lice become thick
on the chickens, or if they are trou-
bled with head lice, a very little
grease, such as lard or vaseline, may
be applied with the fingers on the
head, neck, under the wings, and
around the vent. Great care should
be taken, however, not to get too
much grease on the chickens, as it will
stop their growth, and in some cases
may prove fatal.

The brood coop should be cleaned
at least once a week and kept free
from mites. If mites are found in the
coop, it should be thoroughly cleaned
and sprayed with kerosene oil or crude
petroleum. From 1 to 2 inches of
sand or dry dirt or a thin layer of
straw or fine hay should be spread on
the floor of the coop. Brood coops
should be moved weekly to fresh
ground, preferably where there is new
grass,

Brood Coops.

Chickens hatched during the winter
should be brooded in a pecultry house
or shed while the outside weather con-
ditions are unfavorable; after the
weather becomes settled, they should
e reared in brood coops out of doors.
Brood coops should be made so that
they can be closed at night, to keep
out cats, rats, tnd other animals, and
enough ventilation should be allowed
80 that the hen and chicks will have
plenty of fresh alr.

The hen should be confined in the
coop until the chicks are weaned,
while the chickens are allowed free
range after they are a few days old.
Where hens are allowed free range
and have tn forage for feed for them-
gelves and chicks, they often take
them througch wet grass, where the
chicks may become chilled and die.
Most of the feed the chicks secure in
this manner goes to keep up the heat
of the body, whereas feed eaten by
those that are with a hen that is con-
fined produces more rapid growth, as
the chicks do not have so much exer-
cise. Then, too, in most broods there
are one or two chkicks that are weaker
than the others, and if the hen is al-
lowed free range the weaker ones often
get behind and out of*hearing of the
mother’s cluck and eall. In meost cases
this results in the loss and death of
these chicks, due to becoming chilled.
If the hen is confined the weaklings
can always find shelter and heat under

Loss From Free Range.

The loss in young chicks due to al-
lowing the hen free range is undoubt-
edly large. Chickens frequently have
to be caught and put into their coops
during sudden storms, as they are apt
to huddle in some hole or corner, where
they get chilled or drowned. They
must be kept growing constantly if the
best results are to be obtained, as they
never entirely recover from checks in
their growth, even for a short period.
Hens are usually left with their young
chicks as long as they will brood
them, while some hens frequently com-
mence to lay before the chickens are
weaned.

POULTRY PROFITABLE
TO AVERAGE FARMER

Food Preducts Can Be Obtained
Absolutely Fresh.

Expense of Keeping Small Flock Is
Small Because Fowls Find Scat-
tered Grain and They Also
Feed on Bugs and Worms.

A large proportion of the poultry
products of this country are produced
on general farms. Nearly every farm
has its poultry flock. The average
American farmer reserves about three
dozen eggs a week for family use and
about 50 fowls are consumed by the
family during the year. These food
products can be secured absolutely
fresh, which considerably enhances the
value of this contribution from the
farm. Of the meat furnished by the
farm to the operator and his family,
poultry constitutes about 10 per cent.

A small flock of poultry can be kept
on the farm at little cost, as Is point-
ed out by poultry experts of the
United States department of agricul-
ture. The fowls find scattered grain

Ialt)t.mt the farmstead and on the ad-

joining grain fields after harvest. Gar-
den refuse and kitchen waste are
usually available for them. They also
feed on insects and worms. In many
cases the farmer’'s wife and children
find pleasure in caring for the flock.

PRODUCE LIVE STOCK FEEDS

Profitable Farms Not Only Grow
Necessary Material for Animals,
but Have Surplus.

Is the farm producing the necessary
feeds for the proper feeding of the
family live stock, the farm work stock,
and the commercial live stock of the
farm as far as they can be produced
economically under local conditions?

Farm management studies conducted
by the United States department of
agriculture indicate that the most
profitable farms not only produce the
necessary farm feeds but have a sur-
plus of them to sell, and that usually
on the farms producing a surplus the
live stock is of better quality and is
better cared for than on farms where
staple feeds are bought.

LESS BUTTER IS RENOVATED

Probable That Improvement in Farm

Article Has Decreased Supply

for Manufacture.

Beginning July 1, 1902, the date eof
the first records, the quantity of reno-
vated butter made has varied consider-
ably, but the general trend has been
toward a smaller production. This
decrease corresponds in general to the
decilne in the quantity of farm but-
ter from which renovated butter is
largely made. It is probable, also,
that improvement in quality of farm
butter has helped to incrcase its con-
sumption as such and to decrease the
supply for use in the manufacture of
renovated butter.

DRAINAGE IS BIG ESSENTIAL

Chief Regquirement of Good Earth
Road ls Drainage—Keep Crown
Properly Dragged.

It can be truthfully said that drain-
age is the chief essential in putting
earth roads into proper condition. An
old Scotchman, an expert road bullder,
aptly said that the three requirements
of good earth roads are drainage, more
drainage, and still more drainage. The
roads must not only have good surface
drainage but must also have good un-
der dralnage. Surface drainage is se-
cured by proper grading, adequate side
ditches, and by keeping the crown of
the road properly dragged. Stretches
of road that do not dry out quickly

must be under-drained by tile.

The drag must be used after each
railn, if the best results are to be se-
cured. Don’t go on the road while too
muddy, let it dry out slightly ; it should

i be wet enough. however. so it will not

crumble, but smear. When properly
used, the drag brings a thin layer of
earth toward the center of the road
which is rolled and packed between
the wet periods. If too much crown is
secured by dragging, the angle of the
drag should be reversed.

Getting the earth roads graded,
ditches open, well drained, and prop-
erly crowned by dragging is about all
that can be dor~ until the people are
ready to surface the road with gravel,
broken stone or some other surfacing
material.

GREAT 1920 RCAD PROGRAM

Necessary for Many States to Post-
pone Expenditure of Federal
Funds for Building.

David F. Houston, secretary of agri-
culture, in his annual report, calls at-
tention to the fact that the 1919 pro-
gram for federal aid road building Is
greater than any previous annual
road-building accomplishment in this
country. It I8 so great, in fact, that
it undoubtedly will be necessary for
many of the states to postpone until
1920 the expenditure of the federal
funds, because of the necessity of de-
veloping experienced contracting and
engineering organizations from the
stagnant conditions brought about by
the war. Under the terms of the fed-
eral ald road act, the apportionment
to a state for any one fiscal year re
mains available for expenditure until
the close of the succeeding year. It
is estimated that funds already pro-
vided will be sufficient to finance next
yvear a program more than four times
greater than any that has ever been

undertaken.

GOOD MARKET IS REQUISITE

Prime Eseential for Successful Diversi-
fied Farming—Bad Roads Are
Drawback.

Farmers sooner or later learn the de-
sirabllity of diversified farming. Per-
haps no cause limits farming of this
description so much as bad roads, for
the prime requisite for successful di-
versified farming is a good market.
This market may be either a nearby
town or a city, or a distant market
which requires railroad transporta-

tion.
