Reduction in Length of Collegiate Race
Would Eliminate All Opportunity
for Strategy and Brain Work
by the Coxswain,

TFIEES IN DESERT OF SAHARA

aesides the Paim, There Is Said to Be
Many Varieties, Also Forage
Plants and Shrubs.

BResides the pelm tree, which re-
quires rather a large sheet of watar,
various other sorts of trees are found
in the Sahara saside from numerous
shrubs and tamarisks, principally the
rubber tree and the ethel, a variely
of the tamarisk. In the southern Sa-
hara the Doumor Egyptian palm is
found : it does not bear fruit, but the
trunk and branches serve various pur-
poses, The Apir possesses other ar-
borescent species—notably mimosas of
all sorts in the most unpromising re-
gions. Fourecau believes that wooded
plateauns w Il exist.

The S:hara contains a number of
forage plants and shrubs. It was on
these that the caravans pastured,
and that even the 1,200 or 1,300
camels of the Foureau-Lamy expedi-
tlon and its auxillary convoys suc-
ceecded In sustaining themselves,

It must not bLe forgotten that we
are speaking here of spontaneous
vegetation, which grows without de-
manding help or labor from man. It
{s, therefore, an incontestable fact
that these pasture lands are ‘capable
of a certain degree of improvement,
provided there is an inltinl establish-
ment of roads of communieation, This
improvement can be attained by the
selection of the best grasses, foraze
plants and arborescent species. Ac-
cording to Messrs, .. Trabut and I
Mares, the Saharan plants are very
remarkable in their adaptation to =2
dry climate and a salty earth. The
date tree is adapted to those Saharan
regions, which are well provided with
water; beneath the date trees cultiva-
tion of the kitehen garden {is very
well developed. In the oases are fpund
the fig tree, the apricot, the peach and
the grape. Agriculture succeeds well
in the oases of the North as at Biska.
The cultivated cereals are bharley,
wheat, sorghum aud millet; lucerne
Is the forage plant of the oasis. It is
of a very beautiful variety, with wide
leaves and seems very resistant to
salt. Industrial cultivation s now
confined to a few plants, such as mad
der and a variety of tobacco used for
snuff,—Scientific American.

Estimating Age of Moon.

Geological dates can hardiy be very
precise, yet Prof. W. H. Pickering
seeks to reconcile Sir George Darwin’'s
view that the moon was tlirown ot
from the earth less than 60.000600
vears azo with the figures of rock st
dents showing that the earth’s crus
became solidified at least 1.200.6G07)0¢7
vears ago. I’rofessor Pickering's sug
gestion, as stated in Popular Astron
nmy, is that the moon was detacher

material was st
sufliciently plastie, but that f{or 1
it circulated around the earth as :
cloud of fragments. The tidal infiu
ence of this cloud being smail,
earth would have long retained it
primitive rotatlon period of about fou:
hours. Centrifugal force would hav
creatly reduced gravity In the tropies
making it possible to explain the
istence of reptiles of such huze size
as the Atlantosaurus and the Dipiodo
cus, and the flight of such heavy rop
tiles as the Pterodactyls. It seems In
dicated that the fragments consolidat
ed in the Cretaceous period, which was
marked by a great invasion of the lanc
by the sea and a tremendous volcani
activity that may have been due to tho
great tides raised while the younu
moon was so near the earth. This
time of consolidation s found to agree
fairly well with Darwin's calculution
of the date of the moon’s birth.
