Albany, N, Y.—The state assembly
cast out from its membership the five
Socialist assemblymen from New York,
who stand convieted of disloyalty as
meg:bers of a traitorous party. The
votes on ousting were : Louis Waldman,
115 to 28; August Claessens and
Charles Solomon, 11§ to 28, and Sam-

uel Orr and Samuel De Witt, 104 to 40. |

Speaker Sweet and his associates
then took up the question_of how to
keep the radicals out of the legisla-
fure. Hardly had the vote been offi-
cially recorded when work was begun
pon the preparation of bills that will
carry out the recommendations of the
Judiciary Committee to outlaw the So-
cialist party.

N
matic or imposing marked the signifi-
cant moment in political history.

The Socialists were expelled individ-
ually because in the belief of the house
they were unfit “to have and to hold
their seats.” The majority report rec-
ommending expulsion asked also that
the Socialist party be outlawed in this
state. There was nothing in the vote
dealing with the treatment of the par-
ty as an entity, although Orr and De
Witt were unseated solely because of
their loyalty to Socialism.

Only Waldman of the accused five
was present when the vote was cast.
The others had remained until long
after daylight, but interest in their
own fate gave way finally to exhaus-
tion.

Party lines went to pleces, as was
expected. Eleven Republicans and sev-
enteen Democrats voted against the
unseating of Waldman, Claessens and
Solomon, Twenty Xepublicans and as
many Democrats voted against ousting
Orr and De Witt, Miss Margaret L.

WILSON TO RETURN
TREATY TO SENATE

President Will Veto Peace Reso-
lution if Passed by Congress.
Battle Expected in Senate.

Washington.—Another tug of war
over the Versailles peace treaty and
the League of Nations covenant awaits
the United States senate after the
pending peace resolution is acted upon
by Congress.

senate. The positive statement was
made that he would not send it back
in advance of the action of Congress
on the peace resolution.

His veto message will, it is believed,
contain the first comment by the Pres!-
dent on the treaty since it was sent
to the White House from the senate.
This would afford him an opportunity
to emphasize to the country the fu-
tility of the present efforts of Republi-
can Congressmen to set a precedent by

declaring peace, and point out the un-
settled world and domestic conditions

due to the senate’s failure to ratify the
treaty.

The. President’s decision to veto the
peace resolution is regarded as a
“call” to what has been styled a Re-
publican bluff, or effort to throw upon
him the responsibility for continuing
a state of war.

Acceptance of the resolution would
be a positive menace to the country,
in the opinion of the President and
his friends. The Democrats think it
would involve this country with the
Allies, besides serving no good end in
the matter of securing suitable guar-
antees from Germany. They point out
that she might refuse to pay for the
upkeep of American troops on the
Rhine after the adoption of the reso-
lution and that this country would
have no way of collecting the money.

The political nature of the peace
resolution was further emphasized
when plans were made to permit of no
amendments being offered on the floor
of the house. A special rule to make
the resolution in order and to limit
debate to seven hours has been pre-
pared and will be considered by the
Rules Committee.

WORLD NEWS IN
CONDENSED FORM
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BERLIN.—President Wilson’s Turk-
ish note has aroused widespread in-
terest here despite the domestic
troubles. The Teuton tendency is to
read it as proof of a sharp split over
the Turkish question between Great
Britain and France on one hand and
between America and the Allies on the
other hand.

WARSAW.—The Polish government
has rejected a counter-proposal by the
Russian Soviet government for an
armistice along the entire battle front
during the proposed peace negotia-
tions between Poland and Soviet Rus-
sia.

Authorizes President to Declare an

Economic Boycott Unless Germany
Accepts Within 45 Days—Must
Waive All Treaty Rights.

Washington. — Republican members
of the House Foreign Affairs Commit-
tee agreed on the proposed resolution
to declare the war with Germany at
an end, and it was introduced in the
house by Chairman Porter.

The resolution does not declare a |
state of peace, but that the state of |

war with Germany is at an end.

Text of the Resolution.

Following is the text of the resolu-
tion:

“Whereas, the President of the

United States in the performance of |

his constitutional duty to give to Con-
gress information of the state of the
Union has advised Congress that the
war with the imperial German govern-
ment has ended;

“Resolved, by the senate and the
House of Representatives of the United
States of America in Congress assem-
bled, That the state of war declared to
exist between the imperial German
government and the people of the
United States by a joint resolution of
Congress, approved April 6, 1917, is
hereby declared at an end.

“Section 2—That in the interpreta-
tion of any provision relating to the
date of the termination of the present
war, or of the present or existing emer-

gency in any acts of Congress, joint
resolutions or proclamations of the
President containing provisions contin-
gent upon the date of the termination
of the war, or of the present or exist-
ing emergency, the date when this res-
olution becomes effective shall be con-

strued and treated as the date of the |
athori -'motthew or of the pres-

_ emergency, notwith-
standlng any provision in any act of

Congress or joint resolution provid-
ing any other mode of determination

of the date of the termination of the-

war, or of the present or existing emer-
gency.

“Section 3—That, with a view to se-
curing reciprocal trade with the Ger-
man government and its nationals, and
for this purpose, it is hereby provided
that unless within 45 days from th
date when this resolution becomes ei-
fective the German government shall
duly notify the President of the United
States that it has declared a termina-
tion of the war with the United States
and that it waives and renounces on
behalf of itself and its nationals any
claim, demand, right or benefit against
the United States, or its nationals, that
it or they would not have the right to

assert had he United States ratified

the treaty of Versailles, the President
of the United States shall have the
power, and it shall be his duty, to pro-
claim the fact that the German pov-
ernment has not given the notification
hereinbefore menticned and thereupon
and until the President shall have pro-
claimed the receipt of such notification,
commercial intercourse between the
United States and Germany and the
making of loans or credits, and the
furnishing of financial assistance or
supplies to the German government or
the inhabitants of Germany, directly or
indirectly, by the government or the
inhabitants of the United States, shall,
except with the license of the Presi-
dent, be prohibited.

“Section 4—That whoever shal] will-
fully violate the foregoing prohibition,
whenever the same shall be in force,
shall upon conviction be fined not more
than $10,000, or, if a natural person,
imprisoned for not more than two
years, or both; and the officer, director
or agent of any corporation who know-
ingly participates in such violation
shall be punished by a like fine, im-
prisonment, or both, and any property,
funds, securities, papers or other arti-
cles or documents, or any vessel, to-
gether with her tackle, apparel, furni-
ture and equipment, concerned in such
violation, shall be forfeited to the
United States,

“Section 5—That nothing herein con-
tained shall be construed as a waiver
by the United States of its rights,
privileges, indemnities, reparations or
advantages to which the United States
has become entitled under the terms
of the armistice signed November 11,
1918, or which were acquired by or
are in the possession of the United
States by reason of its participation
in the war or otherwise; and all fines,
forfeitures, penalties and seizures im-
posed or made by the United States
are hereby ratified, confirmed and
maintained.”

DELAWARE HOUSE
REJECTS SUFFRAGE

Hopes of National Victory by
Winning Thirty-sixth State
Swept Away.

Dover, Del.—The ratification resolu-
tion to make Delaware the thirty-sixth
and last State needed to write the wo-

man suffrage amendment into the Con-
stitution of the United States went
down to defeat in the House of Rep-
resentatives by a vote of 22 to 9, but
before the result was announced three
members changed their votes to place
themselves in a parliamentary position
to move for reconsideration and one
member who was not down as voting
asked to be recorded in the negative.
This made the official vote 26 noes to
6 ayes. Eighteen affirmative votes
were necessary to pass the resolution.

In a parliamentary sense, according
to the rules of the Lesislature, the suf-
frage question is not dead for the spe-
cial session, but legislative leaders gen-
erally conceded that affirmative action
in both Houses is a foreign hope.

An identical ratification resolution
Is still in the Senate, where Suﬂmglstl
claim a majority of one.

It was disclosed that the sufiragists
had fiteeen votes in line for the resolu-
tion if they could have mustered three
more, but as they could not get the re-
quired pledges those conditionally for
suffrage voted with the antis.

After the vote was announced there
was great cheering among the men and
women opponents of ratification. Antl-
suffrage members were surrounded by
enthusiastic wommen, who showered
them with congratulations and red
roses, while suffragists, wearing the
yellow daffodil, walked sadly from the
chamber, some of them in tears.

Governor Townsend said:

“I think suffrage is thoroughly beat-
en, and I am sorry, for some Republi-
can representatives have -brought a
stain upon the integrity of the Republi-
can Party.”

LATEST EVENTS
AT WASHINGTON

A reduction of $705,660,000 in the na-
tiona! debt was accomplished during
March, the treasury reported, The
debt now stands at $24,598,000,000.

Legislation giving a bonus to each
American soldier who served in the
recent World War is unavoidable,
according to leaders in both
branches of Congress.

House confereees on the Post Office bill
receded from their opposition to ths
senate amendment providing for a
transcontinental experimental mail
airplane service between New York
and San Francisco. The appropria-
tion was reduced to $1,250,000.

By a vote of 12 to § the Housc Foreign
Affairs Committee reported with
slight modification the resolution de-
claring war with Germany at an end.
All the Damocratic members present
oopposcd the resolution, except Rep-
resentative Huddleston of Alabama,
who voted “present.”

The bi-partisan board which has been
considering the $1,0C0,00C,000 wage
increase demanded by tae railway
employes reached a deadiock and
abruptly broke off its sessions. The
railway executives upon the board
insisted that the matter must be
passed on to the Labor Board,

CLAIMS YET UNESTIMATED

Roads Owe Government $966,808,366
Advanced For Operating Ex-
penses And Better-
ment.

Washington.—Congress was asked
formally Monday to appropriate $420.-
727,341 to wind uwp the affairs of the
Railroad Administration.

In requesting the fund, Wailker D.
Hines, Railroad Administrator, placed
the loss resuliing from the Govern-
ment’s experience in Federal control
at $900,478,756. In addition the Gov-
ernment has $966,803,366 owing it by
the roads, the money having been ad-
vanced for operating expenses  and
betterments. Ultimately this fund
will be repaid.

Mr. Hines explained that no allow-
ance had been made in his request to
cover any claims the roads might
have against the Government for
maintenance of the lines, because tae
net amount for this purpose could not
yet be estimated.

Before the carriers were returned
to private operation last March 1 Con-
cress appropriated $1,450,000,000 for
the expenses of the Railroad Admin-
istration and the new request to liqui-
date its affairs would bring the total
appropriations to $1,870,727,341.

The losses ineurred by the Govern-
ment iacluded $677,513,152 for the op-
eration of the so-called class one roads.
Operation of smaller lines, sleeping
and refrigerator cars and steamship
lines caused a loss of $43,011,129, and
inland waterways $2,449,739. The
American Railway Express was O0p-
erated at a loss of $38,111,742, while
miscellaneous losses were listed as ag-
gregated $125,438,014. In addition, the
expenses of the central and regional
organizations of the Railroad Admin-
istration were $13,954,980, and $3,445,-
222 will be required for its expenses
from last March until next January-

Under the transportation act, $270.-
079,575 of the $966,803,363 due 'the
Government by the roads will be fund-
ed for a period of 10 years. This was
advanced for improvements. An addi-
tional $367.806,968, advanced for equip-
ment purchases, will be payable in 15
annual installments. In addition, the
Government sold $144,422,526 of one
year notes of the carriers, $44,433.664
of lonzg term notes, $35,221.199 cf
stocks, bonds or receivers’ certificates
and $90,258,305 as “miscellaneous in-
vestments.” The f{nland “waterways
owe the Government $14,581,126.

Mr. Hines’ letter also showed that
the Railroad Administration expended
1765,821,450 for improvements on the
roads, but of this amount he listed
$495,741,875 as the “probable deduc-
tions” to be made under the Railroad
bill for debts owed to the lines by the
Government in the form of rent.

SOLDIER RELIEF.

Subcommittees To Consider Pending
Measures.

Washington. — Five subcommittees
were appointed Monday by the Ways
and Means Committee to consider all
pending soldier relief measures. Draft-
ing of the final bill to be considered
for report to the House by the fuil
committee was left to a subcommittee
composed of Chairman Fordney, Mich-
igan; Representatives Green, Iowa,
and Longworth, Ohio, Republicans,
and Kitchin, North Carolina, and
Henry T. Rainey, Illinois, Democrais.
Methods of raising revenues to pay
adjusted compensation to those not
desiring other features of proposed
measures also will be left to this com-
mittee.

The chairman of the other commit-
tees are Representaiive Hawley,
Oregon, Land Settlement; Copley,
New York,r Homebuilding Aild;
Young, North Dakota, Vocational
Training, and Treadway, Massachus-
etts, Insurance and Miscellaneous
Matters.

TWO PRESIDENTS MEET.

Ecuador And Colombia Celebrated
When They Shook Hands.

Guayaquil, Ecuador.—President Al-
fredo Baqueriza Moreno, of Ecuador,
and President Marco Suarez, of Co-
lombia, met Monday at the bounda~v
between the two countries. While the
national hymns of Ecuador and Co-
lombia were played the two presidents:
shook hands. At the same time con-
tingents .of Ecuadorian and Colombian
troops rendered military honors.

Fetes were held throughout both
countries in celebration of (he meat-
ing of the two chief executives, which
is characterized as sealing the Iuis-
torical friendship cf Coiombia azd
Ecuador.
