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We ask our customers to examine these
grades when buying as we believe they will
find some excellent values, and a knowledge
of what a carefully selected lower grade really
is will often prevent the buying of a so-called
l:ugher grade at a little under the market
price for the high grade, when it is actually
a lower grade and can be bought as such.
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
