Sale of State Lime Plants.

In accordance with an act of the Leg-
islature the Board of Public Works is
advertising for bids on all equipment
owned by the State and used during
the past three years in grinding oyster
shells for lime in Southorn Maryland.
The demonstration of using oyster shell
in Southern Maryland has been a suc-
cess and a large quantity of lime has
been distributed by the State pilant in
this section. In as much as a demand
for ground oyster shell lime bas been
created and private enterprise shows a
disposition to operate private grinding
plants It was felt that the State should
discontinue grinding and zelling lime.
There remains a splendid opportuuity
for the development of this business in
Southern Maryland. There will con-
tinue to be a great need and a growing
demand for lime. Private enterprise
should avail of this oppertunity so that
all available oyster ghells shonld be
grourd so as to supply lime locally to
the farmers.

This demonstration by the State has
been fruitful in showing the advantages
of using lime on the sour soils of South-
ern Maryland. It is hoped that local
capital will bid in the State’s lime
grinding equipment sp as to insure its
remaining in this section.
