Annapoiis.—Governor Ritchie again
took up the approval of bills and
gigned more than 200, most of them
being of local effect only.

Among those approved was the Iver-
son bill to permit the voters of Balti-
more cily to pass on the question of
pening the moving picture theatres on
Sunday after 2 P. M. The vote is to be
taken at the next regular election,
which will take place in November
next. The Governor, just before sign-
ing the bill, gave out the following
explanation of his attitude and the rea-
sone which influenced him to disre-
gard the protests that were filed
against it, not only by church people,
but also by some of the moving pic-
ture people themselves:

“In signing the so-called Sunday Mo-
tion Picture bill for Baltimore city 1
have in no sense been unmindful of
the protests made to me about it.
These protests, however, almost all
seem to be based upon an erroneous
conception of what the bill really does.
Nearly all of the protests ask me to
veto the bill on the ground that Sun-
day motion pictures in Baltimore
would tend to commercialize the Sab-
bath there and to detract from it as a
day of worship and rest and health-
ful, wholesome relaxation.

“Whether or not Sunday motion pic-
tures would have that effect is not,
however, the question before me, be-
cause the bill does not permit Sunday
motion pictures. The bill simply sub-
mits to the vote of the people of Bal-
timore city the question whether Sun-
day motion pictures shall be permitted
in Baltimore city.

“The question before me is not
whether I approve Sunday motion pic-
tures in Baltimore, but whether, re-
gardless of whatever my own opinion
might be, I will disapprove a bill
which lets the people of Baltimore de-
cide the question for themselves.

“I feel that I have no right to deny
the people of Baltimore that privilege,
and I am, therefore, approving the
bill.”

The Governor did not dispose of sll
the bills remaining in his hands and
he gave notice that he would act on
another batch next Friday morning.
Among the bills still before the Gov-
ernor are the Trust Company Tax bill
which reduces the tax rate on trust
company stock in Baltimore city to a
flat rate of 1 per cent. the same as
banks, and the bill which provides
that the State Tax Commission in fix-
ing.the assessable value of the shares
of fidelity and casualty companies
shall take the book value instead of
the market value as the basis.
