Big Busincss, it seems, 1s Op-
posed to the granting of a bonus
to our ex-soldiers—the men who
made it possible for Big Business
#0 remain Big Business and to
become even bigger. But not
all of our Big Business men
are opposed to thebonus. A few
appear to retain a spark of grati-
tade in their composition. Big
Business cleaned up mountains of
profits in fat war contracts while
our soldiers saecrificed their com-
fortable salaries in order to do
the fighting. To put it clearly
on a financial basis—to be per-
fectly and illuminatingly blunt—
the soldier went to war and lost
money because he went. The
Big Business man stayed at home
and made money—much money.
Tre soldier is financially the loser
from the war. Big Business 1s
the gainer—tremendously the
gainer. Yet Big Business 1s op-
posed to a simple act of justice
toward the men who risked their
all for their country—while Big
Business risked nothing and be-
came bigger.

But if the soldiers’ bonus is de-
feaied through the secret influ-
ence of Big Business, there still
remains one possible means of
justice. When the next war
breaks let the government draft
the men in control of Big Busi-
ness into the Army and send
them away to do the fighting,
while others remain at home and
get rich. A man who is physi-
cally capable of conducting Big
Business today would make an
ideal buck private. His qualifi-
cations could be utilized to excel-
lent advantage in the trenches.
His perseverance and tenacity
might even win him a leather
medal. And we are sure we
would not oppose granting him a
small bonus on his return.
