The comment of those in ciose rela-
vet been Llf‘ﬁ;ll‘!l, and the new republie
will probably be rather contracted, as
it is believed that tlie smaller the coun-
try the more easily can it take care of
itself, because if too many Tarks are
left within its confines they might over-

throw the government,

The commment o fthose in close rela-

tion with the council is that the League
of Nations has been rather slightingiy
treated respecting Armenia. The coun-
¢il sent a somewhat vague letter to the
league asking it to take the mandate.
The league executive at a meeting in
Paris replied favorably, but called at-
tention to the fact that it had no funds
and ne stafl, suggzesting that the coun-
»il should sauthorize an international
loan guaranteed by the powers comn-
posing the counecil.

It is understood that If the league
had been provided with money it might
have arranged with neutral govern-
ments to exercise the mandate under
supervision of the league. Among the
smaller powers so mentioned are (CCana-
1a, especially, and if Canada would
not accept, then Sweden or Spain.

The council leaves Smyrna under
the suzerainty of Turkey, but places
the city and province under the-admin-
istration of Greece,

The Turkish treaty has been almost
finished by the council. Premier Nitti
gave his opinion of the treaty in the
remarks he made to the council, say-
ing: “I am constrained to tell you that
this treaty, to my mnd, is a nlore im-
perfect produection than anything the
peace conference has done.”

“You will have war in Asia Minor,
and Italy will not send a single soldier
nor pay a single lira,” said Signor Nittj
later in an interview.,

“You have taken from the Turks
their sacred eity of Adrianople,” he
said. “You have piaced their capital
city under foreign control; you have
taken from them every port and the
larger part of their territory, and the
five Turkish delegates whom you will
select will sign ¢ treaty which will not
have the sanction ol the Turkish peo-
ple or the Turkish parliament.”

In its discussions over relations with
Russia it is understood the council will
not treat the subject as an allied ques-
tion. It has already been decided that
as the allies were not at war with Rus-
sia, each ally is free to have such in-

tercourse or non-intercourse as it may
deem fit.

Washington.—Two more states have
joined the revolution against Presi-
dent Carranza of Mexico, according to
information received here.

They are Hidalgo and Tlaxeala,
Authentic reports also were received
that the railway line from Mexico City

to Guadalajara had been cut by the

rebels, leaving Carranza only the exit
by way of Vera Cruz, which was
thecught to be in danger of seizure by
the rebels. These developments, to-
gether with the fact that Carranza
is hemmed in on three sides by .revo-
lutionists, led observers of Mexican af-
fairs to believe the Mexican President’s
position is serious,

The cutting of the railroad line to
Guadalajara indicated the extent of
the rebel activity in the rich state of
Jalisco, of which Guadalajara is the
capital.

BY 300,000 FIRMS

Delinquent Collections Aggregat-
ed $19,051,000, Asserts
Cfficial Report.

Washington.—Despite the govern-
ments wartime appeal for tax pay-
ments as a patriotie duty, more than
SU0000 firms and individuals failed to
make honest returns under the rev-
enue laws the last two years, the Bu-
reau of Internal Revenue announced.
In a six months' drive, which ended
February 1, $19,051,000 in delinquent
taxes were collected, Commissioner
Wiliiams reported.

“The amazingly large number” of
persons who aid not respond to the
government's appeal has caused treas-
ury officials to consider the delinquent
tax payment problem a grave one. A
new roundup of alleged delinquents
has been instituted to cover the tax
period on which returns were made
March 15.

Of the total delinquents 131,386 had
fiot paid any income taxes, and an
additional 44,260 did not pay the full
amount of taxes due. From these two

. sources approximately $11,000,000 was

collected,

Discovery was made also, the report
said, that 164,590 firms had not turned
over to the government the entire

- amount of the so-called luxury taxes.

Internal revenue collectors in all cases
forced the delinquents to make good
the entire amount as well as pay a
heavy penalty.

The bureau estimated that for the
presont yearr more than 7,000,000 firins
and individuals will pay federal taxes.
It is utilizing every avenue of infor-
mation to check up on “tax slackers.”

The drive reached every part of the
country and every class of taxpayers.
In one distriet verification of the 1040A
returns disclosed 9,459 returns on
which were due in additional taxes
$457.5S0.

Franco-British declaration with regard
to Germany after inserting a clause
declaring its readiness to take all
measur<s, even the occupation of ad-
ditional German territory, if neces-
sary, to assure the carrying out of
the treaty of Versailles.

The adoption of this clause gave
rise to some discussion. Premier Nitti,
of Italy, opposed military measures.
Premier Millerand and Llovd George,
however, showed the Italian prim~
minister the necessity of considering
such an eventuality.

Foreign Minister Hymans, of Bel-
gium, and Baron Matsui, the Japaneze
ambassador to France, joined them in
this point of view, which was adopted
by the council.

The text of the common declaration
adopted by .the Allies at the close of
the work of the San Remo conferenc?2
8ays: pE—-.

“The Allied powers have taken cog-
nizance of the letter of Dr. Goeppert
(head of the German delegation in
Paris) of April 20, transmitting a re-
quest from the German minister of
war, asking that the German Govera-
ment be authorized to retain an army
of 200,000 instead of 100,000 men, as
provided for in the Versailles treaty,
and affirming that this is a necessity
in order to maintain order.

“The Aliies must declare immediate-
iy that a proposition of this nature
cannot even be examined as long as
Cermany is failing tc meet the most
important obligations imposed by the
peace treaty and does not proceed
with disarmament, on which deoends

the peace of the world. Germanr—Mrl

not fulfilled its engagements, neither
ccneerning the destruction of its ef-
[ectives, nor {for the supplying of
coal, nor for reparations or the costs
cf the armies of cccupation. It has
given neither satisfaction nor made
excuse for criminal attacks which
several times members of the Allisd
missions in Germany have been the
victims of.

“It has taken no steps to determine,
as was provided fcr it in the prolocd!
of the treaty, its obligation concern-
ing reparations in order to make

| propositions with the view of fixing

the total amount which it must pay,
aespite the wurgent character that a
seitlement of this sort presents in the
interests of all the parties concerned.
It seems to have not even considersd
how it can meet its obligaticus whe
they become due.

“The Allies realize the diffic.itie
met by the German Government and
do not seek to impose too narrow aa
interpretation of the treaty, but they
are unanimous in ceclaring that they
cannot toleraie a coatiavation of
these infracticns of the treaty of Ver-
sailles, that the treaty must be exe-
cuted 2and remain as the basis of re-
lations belween Germany ancd the Al-
lies, and taat they ure resulved to
take all measures, even, if necessary,
the occupation of an additional part
of German territory, in ordecs to in-
sure exccution oif the treaty Ther
affirm, however, that they hava no in-
tention of annexing any part cof the
German territory.

“At the same time the Allies deem
that questions arising from violxi‘ons
of the peace treaty as well as Prom
the measures neca2ssary to insure its
execution would be more easily solved
by exchanges of views between the
chiefs of the Government than by
note. Thus they decide to invite the
chiefs of the German Government to
a direct conference with the chieis of
the Allied governments and request
that at the proposed meeting the Ger-
man Government present to them ex-
planations and precise propositions
upon all the subjecis mentioned in the
foregoing.

“If a satisfactory settlement is ar-
rived at on these points the Allied
governments will be willing to dis-
cuss with the German representatives
any questions which affecd the internal
crder and economice well being of Ger-
many. Dut Germany must understand
that the unity of the Allies for execu-
tion of the treaty is as solid as it was
for war, and that the only method of
taking her place in the world is loyally
to execute the engagements to which
she has subscribed.”

LOUISIANA ELECTS PARKER.

New Orleans.—John M. Parker,
Democrat, was elected Governor of
Louisiana. He will take office May 17,
one week after the opening of the Gen-
eral Assembly, in which a big fight will
be made for ratification of the suf-
frioge amencment,
