Tag on Foot and Then on Wing

Enables Breeder to Establish
Accurate Records.

MEANS OF IDENTIFICATION

Carefulness Is One of Chief Essen-
tials in Raising Pureberd Chickens
—With Aid of Trap Nest Each
Egg Is Marked.

(Prepared by the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture.)

To keep a complete breeding rec-

| ord of even a smail flock of chickens

is not any easy task, as anyone who
has had any expetrience knows, but
accurate records are of inestimable
value in building up breeds and flocks
and are well worth the time expended
in obtaining them.

Mark Each Egg.

The first step in the work is the
recording by a leghand number or
some other accurate means of identi-

1 fication of the male and female which
| have been mated together.

With the
aid of a tran nest each egg is identi-

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with an individual number. This 1is
also recorded in the chick index.
When not more than 16 hens are
]{{1“‘(_ the toe [Hll]{'h can be used suce-
cessfully for identification purposes,
The punch is made in the web of the
baby chick’s foot. All chicks by the
same dam are given the same toe
punch. To make sure that the holes
haven’'t grown together, it is an excel-
lent plan to go over the chickens

about two weeks after the first punch |

and if the hole has filled in, punch it
out again. This usually results in a
permanent mark.

When leg bands are used the chicks
must be looked over frequently to
make sure that the bands are not be-
coming too tight. A tight band will
prevent proper circulation and might
cause fatal injury. Regular Inspec-
tion. however, will avoid any such
danger.

Putting Ring in Wing.
When the chick is about six weeks

old the band is removed from the leg |

and inserted in the wing. To do this,
one of the chicken’s wings is spread
and held against the light. A point
is selected about one-fourth of an
inch from the edge of the wing where
there are no large blood vessels and
with a small penknife a clean incision
is made. There will be little or no
bleeding from the wound. One end of
the band is slipped through the hole
and the ends are brought together.
If there is no fastening the ends are
simply lapped. The ring should not
be pressed together or the circulation

fied and immediately marked with the
number of the hen that laid it. The
eggs from one hen are put into a sep-
arate wire basket or netting bag in
the incubator. By this means each
chicken, when it hatches, will be iIn-
closed and have a label on it which
will identify it with its dam.

When the chick is removed from the
incubator a band is put on the leg

will be cut off and the chicken may
lose the band. When the fastening is
completed, the band should be in ring
form.

This wing ring gives a permanent
mark which will last years. Usually,
however, when the chicken reaches
maturity, the breeder puts on a leg
band in addition, as this is easier to

read.

DUSTING FOWLS IN MORNING

Particularly Important That Work Be
Done Early in Day With Hen
and Yeung Chicks.

Dust the fowls with sodium fluoride
to get rid of lice. For hens with
young chickens it is particularly im-
portant that the dusting be done early
in the morning on a bright day, says
the United States department of agri-
culture. If it is done later in the

day or in bad weather the chicks |

while snuggling under the hem are
likely to get enough of the powder to
injure them severely. If the dusting
is done during the morning in fair
weather, the hen will not hover the
chicks enough to injure them until
the injurious quality of the powder
has been largely dissipated.

KITCHEN SCRAPS FOR FOWLS

Separate Receptacle Should Be Pro-
vided to Keep Waste Material
for Hen Flock.

A 9eparate receptacle the portion
adaptable for feeding to the flock. De-
composed waste material or moldy
bread or cake should never be fed to
hens, as it is harmful and may cause
severe bowel trouble, says the
United States department of agricul-
ture. It is useless to put in such
things as banana peels or skins or or-
anges, as these have little or no food
value.
