WASHINGTON.

It is now generally understood that
Senator Lodge will be the temporary
chairman at Chicago.

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RAILROADS WANT

RATE INCREASE

Willard Presents Case for Lines
in East, Urging Boost of
30.4 Per Cent.

DEMAND $1,017,600,000 MORE.

Railroads Urge Average Freight In-
crease of 28 Per Cent Without Dis-
turbing Passenger Fares—De-
crease of Net Income.

Washington.—Tne nation’s railroads
will need an additional £1,017,000,000
t¢ bring their income to the 6 per cent
basis provided in the transportation

act.
Through the association of railway

oxecutives the roads proposed to the
Interstate Commerce Commission that
this sum be realized through increased

rates at the present level,

The advances in freight rates pro-
posed were:

sastern roads—s0.4 per cent to yield
an advance in all revenues of 21.1 per

Southern roads—30.9 per cent to
provide 20.7 per cent larger revenue.

Vestern roads—23.9 per cent to ad-
vaace all revenues 17 per cent.

Presentation of the figures marked
the formal opening of the raiiroad rate
case. While detailed statements sub-
mitted to the commision covered only
the eastern lines, estimations of the
needed increase of the western and
southern groups accompanied the ini-
tial suggestions upon which the com-
mission is to determine an entire new
rate structure.

The rate figures of the eastern lines,
embracing 144 systems, terminal and
switeching companies, were laid before
the commission by Daniel WwWillard,
president of the Baltimore and Ohio
and chairman of the executives’ rate
committee for the eastern territory.

Net income of all of the country’s
railroads fell from $1,056,000,000 in

1916 to $510,000,000 last year, the rail-
roads claim, while their investment
has increased more than $2,000,000.

An estimated valuation of $20,616,-
000.000 was placed on the transporta-
tion system of the couniry by Mr. Wil-
lard. While there has been an in-
crease in operating expenses of 09.1
per cent since 1916, the roads’ basis
of revenue for the same period has
been increased only 36.37 per cent, the
executives' statement declared, and
the operating expenses of the lines now
are 09 per cent of the revenues against
6S per cent in 1916.

This year and next the eastern lines
alone face the renewal of nearly S250,-
000,000 in maturing obligations, Mr.
Willard said in discussing the problem
of financing the roads. Some of these
loans and bonds have been bearing an
interest rate as low as 3% per cent,
and Mr. Willard declared that in tak-
ing care of this amount of obligations
at the current rate of interest neces-
sitated the most careful study of the
revenue production question in order
that the roads' credit be kept unim-
paired.

“The carriers must now reassume
the burdens and risks of operation in
a period of uncertain conditions af-
fecting business generally,” Mr. Wil-
lard said. “The demands for addi-
tional facilities and extensions werce
never so pressing as now. The cost of
new capital is more than 7 per cent
per annum even to those railroad com-
panies whose credit is the Lest.

“Victory loan bonds are selling cur-
rently on a basis of return in excess
of 6 per cent. New industrial issues
with which railrond financing must
compete are offering returns from 715
to 8 per cent in addition to iiberal com-
mission for their sale and distribution
and underlying bonds of substantial
railroads may be bought on a basis to
yvield ¥ per cent and in Some Cases in
excess of 8 per cent,

“}Further, the European markets,
heretofore available for American
railroad issues, .re now closed to us,
and, in fact, are abcorbing our surplus
funds, and this applies not only to

' Europe, but to practically thc whole

world, including Japan and the east.”

The general opinion is that the veto
will be sustained, even though the bill
passed the senate 26 to 6 and the
house 145 to SJ.

The governor's veto reads:

“There is litle satisfaction in at-
tempting to deceive ourselves. There
is grave danger in attempting to de-
ceive the people. If this act were
placed on the statute books of this
commonwealth today it would provide
no beer for the people. No one would
dare act upon it, or if any one did he
would certainly be charged with
crime.  Similar laws in other saates
are to date ineffective. I am op-
posed to the practice of a legisiative
deception. It is better to proceed
with eandor. Wait until the Su-
preme Court of the United States
talks.

“We have had too much legislation
by clamor, by tumult, by pressure.
Representative government ceases
when outside influence of any Kkind
is substituted for the judgment of the
representative. This does not mean
that the opinion of constituents is
to be ignored. It is to bejweighed
most carefully, for the representative
must represent, but his oath provides
that it must be ‘faithfully and im-
partially, aceording to the best of his
abilities and understanding agreeably
to the rules and regulations of the
Constitution and laws.’

“The authority of the law is
questioned in these days all too much,
The binding obligation of obedience
against personal desire is denied In
many quarters. If these doctrines
prevall all organized government all
liberty, all security are at an end.”

Washington.—The railroads of the
country must have immediate financial
help from the government if they are
to cope with the shortage of equip-
ment, which threatens serious inter-
ference with the transportation and
even the production of food, as well as
with industry, said railroad executives
in testifying before the Senate Inter-
state Commerce Cominittee,

The governmnet, the executives said,
should make $£125,000,000 immediately
available from the $300,000,000 revoly-

ing fund created by the railroad act
and should follow this with a loan of
$500,000,000. In addition, freight rates
should be increased, the executives
said, by about 28 per cent.

he executives appeared before the

committee at the request of Senator |

Cummins. He said that livestock and
other food producers of the middle
west had told the committee that
shortage of cars and motive equipment
was making it impossible to move per-
ishable and semi-perishable food to
market, and that as a result a curtall-
ment o fproduction was in sight,

Edward N. Brown, chairman of the
board of the DPIere Marquette and
Frisco lines, told the committee that
when the roads were returned to their
owners they had neither cash, credit
nor adequate equipment.

As a result, Mr. Brown sald, the
present shortage of freight cars is
228 000, passenger cars more than 6,-
000 and 3,190 locomotives. Mr. Brown
said that the railroad executives’ com-
mittee had reached the conclusion that
100,000 freight cars, 4,000 passenger
cars and 2,000 locomotives should be
ordered at once to take care of mini-
mum neéds., This would cost $810,-

' 000,000, he said, and would not be fully

N MEXICO ENDS

Retiring FederalGeneral
Slaughters Prisoners

MEXICAN PRESIDENT HIDING

Obregon, Now In Possession Of City
Of Mexico, Guarantees Safety Cf
Foreigners—15 Mexican Gen-
erals Killed.

REPORTED VILLA GIVES UP.
Jaurez.—Francisco Villa, the
bandit and revolutionary leader,
has laid down his arms and turned
his force of men over to Gen.
Ignacio Enriquez, revolutionary
commander of the Chihuahua City
district, it was announced here
by Gen. J. G. Escobar.

El Paso, Tex.—General Francisco
Murguia, Carranza military comman-
der at Mexico City, before leaving tho
capitat, which now is in complete pos-
session of revolutionary forces, car
ried out a wholesale slaughter of po-
litical prisoners at SantiaggQ, the mili
tary prison, accerding to a bulletin
issued at revoliutionary headquarters
here.

Fifteenn Mexican generals were
among those reported slaughtered.

“The city was shocked over this
bloody epilogue for the Carranza Ie
gime,” the bulletin said.

REBELS ENTER VERA CRUZ

Galveston, Texaa.—The federal gar
rlson at Vera Cruz, consisting of ap-
proximately 500 well-armed and
equipped soldiers, went oOver to the
revolutionists Sunday, according tc
apparently reliable, but unofficial ad
vices received here.

Revolutionary troops believed to ba
part of the forces of Gen.” Palllo Goxn
zales, entered Vera Cruz twice before
the federals withdrew their allegiance
from the Carranza Government the ad-
vices sald. First they penetrated al-
meost to the waterfront and then with-
drew to the oautskirts because of the
presence in the harbor of two Mexican
gunboats.

" Later the rebels again entered the

‘city and begam occupying strategic-

points, according to the advices. Fir
Ing was said to have been general
for some time. The gunboats, how-
ever, did not fire on the city it was
asserted. .

The reports did not make clear
whether the warships had deseried
the Carranza cause.

President Carranza was said to be
hiding in Vera Cruz and a dragnet
was reported to have been thrown
out by the revolutionists to prevent
his escape, if possible.

HOUSE TO BE AUGMENTED.

Membership Likely To Be 500 Under
The Census Of 1920.

Washington.—With the House of
Representatives already overcrowded,
its membership is likely to be in-
creased to about 500 because of the
growth of population in the United
States, which under the 1920 census
is expected tg reach from 105,000,060
to 110,000,000 people. The House now
has 435 members.

If no increase is made in member-
ship, several States are likely to lose
members they now have. This will
be due to an ingrease in the size of
the average district. Now with 435
members the average number of peo-
ple in each Congressional district is
211,430, based upon the population of
1910, which was 91,972,266. If it is
decided not to increase the member-
ship; the size of the average district
hereafter. based upon a population of

Rome Papers Advanced Two Cents By
Royal Decree.

Rome.—By a roval decree the price
of newspapers, beginning Monday, is
raised from 2 cents to 4 cents. The
raise is due to the increased cost of
print paper. The newsdealers have
gone on strike, claiming that they are
entitled to a higher percentage of re-
ceipts on the new prices. The print-
ers also are threatening to strike for
higher wages, while the journalists are
demanding either a percentage on the
profits of newspapers or one-twentieth
of the returns on sales.
