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OLD CY YOUNG IS ONLY MAN IN DIAMOND

HISTORY TO WIN 500 BASEBALL CONTESTS

In all baseball history only one man
ever won more than five hundred
games. And that star of stars was Cy
Young, who garnered a total of 508
victories in 1887 games during his 22
vears as a big leaguer. His yearly
average was 23 victories against 10
defeats for a percentage of .606. Dur-
ing all the years of Young's career—
his novice days, his prime and his wan-
ing power—he struck out an average
of three men per game and yielded
only about 115 passes.

Mathewson’s Recerd.

Christy Mathewson alone challenged
the supremacy of Young—but the
mighty “Big Six” fell far short of the
record of the veteran of bygone days.
Mathewson lasted only 17 years as Aa
twirler, during which time he scored
372 victories. His yearly winning av-
erage was 22 victorles against 11 de-
feats for a mark of .664. In all those
17 years Mathewson issued only 717
bases on balls in 625 games—a show-
ing that eclipses anything ever exhib-
ited.

Looking back over the records for
the three best consecutive seasons
shows that Joe Wood is the percentage
leader and that Walter Johnson and
C» Young are tied in the matter of to-
tal triumphs during such a period.

Wood during 1912, 1913 and 1914
won 54 out of 67 games for the re-
markable average of .806. His yearly
showing was 18 victories against 4 de-
feats.  Scecond place in the percentage
ranking belongs to Chief Bender, who,
from 1009 to 1911, inclusive, won 59
out of 77 games for a mark of .7606.

The three best vears that Cy Young
ever knew were 1891, 1892 and 1893.
He won 97 and lost 49 games in that
period. Walter Johnson tied Young in
winning 97 clashes in 1912, 1913 and
1914. But the showing of Johnson
surpasses that of Young because while
Cy was losing 49 games Walter
dropped only 36. Walier's average for

Horses for Breeding.

*

Pregent-Day Demand for Stallions
fleeded at Remount Stations Is In-
sistent—Purchase of Good Ani.
mals Is Difficult.

The fact that geldings will be in-
eligible for some of the most valuable
racing stakes of the future, is expect-
ed to increase the number of horses
for stud purposes in the United States.
While there is a strong undercurrent
against the movement to bar the geld-
ing from some turf classics, neverthe-
less the plan has the support of many
progressive turfmen, who believe that,
while the gelding has his sphere in
racing, he has no right to participate
in the greatest of tests which are
given for the guidance of the breed-
ers of the country.

The gelding is unknown in many
foreign countries, and some years ago,

when C. K. G. Billing’s champion trot- |

ter Uhlan, 1:58%, was shown in Rus-
sin, the breeders of that country were
indignant at his spoliation, and want-
ed to know who had dared to deprive

future generations of the qualities of

such a splendid horse. Stallions and
mares work in the same teams the
vear round in Russla. Usage has
made the males tractable, and it is
a rare thing to find a vicious horse,

The present-day demand for stal-
lions of the type needed at the re-
mount stations of the federal govern-
ment is insistent, and members of the
commission having In charge their se-
lection are unceasing In their search
for the right type.

The fact that there has been but
little money available for the pur-
chase of good horses has made the
task of the commission exceedingly dif-
ficult, and most of the best horses se-
cured to date have been gifts from
breeders and turfmen in sympathy
with the movement to Improve re-
mounts, and also from the Jockey
club, whose chairman, August Belmont,
gave the nucleus of what is now the
Front Royal Stud in Virginia. Given
an appropriation such as Count Lehn-
orif of the Royal Prussian Stud had
at his disposal and the result would
be easy, as there are horses racing
every day on metropolitan courses that
would be ideal for the purpose, It is
related that the count, while on a vis-
it to England, saw the famous sprinter
Lollypop in action with big weight up.
“Just the horse to give our German
cavalry horses more speed,” was his
comment, and he straightway negoti-
ated the purchase of the animal for
220,000. It was the same spirit, back-
ed by plenty of money, which caused
him to pay almost $100,000 for the
English Derby winner Ard Patrick.

OYSTER SHELLS ARE NEEDED

Lime Is Essential for Hens. to Manu.
facture Egas—Fowls Will Bal-
ance Own Ration,

Pullets and hens do better for hav-
in_ oyster shell as a regular part of
their ration. This was proved by the
New York experiment station some
vears ago, when a poultry writer con-
demned the use of oyster shell as un-
necessary.

It was proved that a pound of oyster
shell contains enough Iime to manu-
facture about seven dozen eggs. This
should not be fed in the mash. Fowls
know more about what they need to
eat than we do. If they have the
ovster shell, grounc bone, meat scraps
and grit in hoppers before them, with
a variety of ground grailns in dry
mash, they will balance their ration
hetter than we can balance it for

them.

TURKEYS ARE HARD TO RAISE

Reason |s Because Poults Are Allowed
to Become Chilled or Damp
and Infested.

Many people say that turkeys are
too hard to ralse,-and fewer of them
are raised from the number of eggs
set than any other kind of fowl. This
is almost always because the llttle
poults are allowed to get chilled or
damp or lousy during the first month
or six weeks. After that age turkeys
are the hardiest of fowls.

DUST BATH VERY IMPORTANT

To Centrol Chicken Lice It Is Neces.
sary That Fowls Be Given Some
Light Material.

One fmportant condition In control-
ling chicken lice is to give the fowls
abundant epportunity to dust them-
selves. For this purpose, dust, ailr
glaked lime, ashes, or any light, dusty
material is suitable. Fresh, slightly
damp (but not wet) earth In which
to scratch or dust should always be
avallable.

Cleanliness in Hen Yard.
Cleanliness is next_to godliness iIn
the poultry yard. T.iﬁ)se who Kkeep
the poultry yard and the vessels clean
seldom have any serlous trouble with
poultry diseases.
