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BLAME FOR SUGAR PRIGES.

WASHINGTON, May 14 —Blame
for present high prices for sugar
is laid at the door of the Wilson
Administration by Representa-
tive Louis W. Fairfield, of In-
diana.

“It is mot the fault of Con-
gress’’, he said, ‘“‘for every pow-
er thot Congress can grant by
way of law for the control of
profiteering is now upon the
statute books.”” Then he went
on to explain: _

“The outrageous profiteering
in sugar grew out of the failure
of the President to permit the
Sugar Equilization Board to buy
the Cuban crop at 61 cents. I
arr reliably informed that in Au-
gust of last year this board re-

uested the permission of the
ident to purchase the crop of
1919 from Cuba. The request
was renewed in November of the
same year. . The President ac-
knowledged the receipt of the
letters, but did not delegate to
the sugar board the authority to
make purchase. There was but
one man on the board who op-
d the purchase of this crop.
or the failure to securo that
crop the American people are
paying to the profiteers a sum
variously cstimated at from $800-
000,000 to $1.000,000,000. Even
that failure does not warrant the
excessive prices that are now be-
ing exacted. In 1918 the Louisi-
ana sugar producers received 9
cents per pound for their sugar.
In 1919 they had half a crop, and
the Attorney General of the U.
S. permitted them to charge 18
cents eger pound. The price per-
mitted by the Depsrtment of Jus-
tice began the phenominal rise in
the price of sugar.
