Each Legislative District of Balti-
more City and each County of the
State, with the exception of Cecil, Har-
ford, Queen Anne’s, Talbot and Wor-
cester Counties, will be entitled to one
or more scholarships for the year 1920
-1921, in addition to those which haye
already been assigned. In the five
counties mentioned above, all the
available scholarships have been
awarded.
