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Forest Reservation Commission
Plans to Relieve Shortage
of Timber.

SPRUGE SUPPLY EXHAIISTEB

Millions of Acres of Land Unsuited
for Agriculture Could Be Used for
Growing Timber—More Money

Is Needed.

Washington.—Further purchases by
the government of forest lands in the

southern Appalachian and White

mountains, to relileve the present
shortage of timber in those regions,
are advocated by the national forest
reservation commission in a report
lust issued, entitled “Progress of Pur-
chase of Eastern National f‘omm.
This commission is the body author-
ized to pass on timber land purchases
made under the Weeks law, and is
~omposed of the setretaries of agricul-
ture, interior and war, and four mem-
bers of the congress.
“The supply of spruce ingthe eastern
United States available for paper stock
is nearly exhausted,” the publication
states. “Eastern building material is
no longer adequate fully to meet in-
justrial demands, the future supply of
hardwoods is threatened and will not’

be sufficient unless prompt measures.:
are taken for maintaining the produc-.

tivity of the hardwood forests.”

The situation can be helped materi-
ally, says the report, by arranging that
iands not suitable for agriculture—of
which there are 30,000,600 acres in the
sastern mountains—shall be used for
growing timber. Of this 30,000,000
acres approximately 1,800 acres
have been purchased by the govern-
ment under the provisions of the
Weeks law, which authorizes the ac-
quisition of lands on the head waters
of pavigable streams for Iinclusion
within national forests.

Appropriations totaling $11,600,000
have already been made under the
Weeks law, and the expenditure of all
put about $300,000 of the amount avail-
able for purchasing lands has been
quthorized by the commission. Twen-
ty-one purchase areas, with a total
area of approximately 7.000,000 acres,

have been designated in nine states in
the important hardwood and spruce re-
gions of the Appalachian and White
wmountains. In 17 of ‘these, purchases
have been made. Since the purchase
program was developed other states,
including Kentucky, have enacted leg-
islation authorizing the acquisition of
lands for national forest purposes., To
carry out the purchase program as
outlined by the commission an appro-
priation of $2,000,000 per year for a
period of five years, beginning with
the fiscal year 1921, has been recom-
mended by the commission. |

The average price of the 1,841,034
acres whose acquisition has been au-
thorized by the commission Is $5.26
per acre.

All of the lands bought are capable
of producing valuable crops of timber.
During the fiscal year 1919 receipts
for timber sold from the area then
acquired—1,347,660 acres—amounted
to $71942 under the conservative
method of cutting practiced by the gov-
ernment. The timber that was sold
was very largely salvage and it Is ex-
pected that the returns from timber
sales will steadily increase.

GRAFTING AND BUDDING EASY

lllustrations Outline Method of Doing
Work in Both Instances—For-
mula for Wax.

Budding usually is used in the prop-
agating of the stone fruits, such as the
peach, cherry and plum. The seedlings
grown and used for the stocks must
be in active growth when the budding
is done. The bark must peel readily,
leaving the active inner cells of the
cambium layer upon the young woody
growth. The bud which is to prodauce
the new plant of the desired variety
must come in contact with this laver

the establishment of national forests
results in a declded benefit to naviga-
ble streams through the modifying in-
fluence of the forest cover on erosion,
according to the report. It states that
the newly created forests are being
widely used for recreation by residents
of the nearby cities and that they are
meeting other important
needs. Watersheds which supply do-
mestic water to 17 municipalities are
owned in whole or in part by the gov-
ernment. In addition, 29 municipali-
tles secure their water supply from
lands which have not yet been ac-
quired, but which are located within
the forests. Government control as-
sures the sanitation of such water-
sheds without interfering with the use
of the land for timber-producing pur-

Making Cleft in End of Limb.

of active cells. In preparing the stock
for the bud two cuts are made through
the bark in the form of a “T.” The
bark is then raised, being careful not
to injure the inner layer. The bud
which has been removed from the
“bud stick” with a sharp, thin-bladed
knife, is slipped in under the opened
bark of the stock. It is held in place
by wrapping it with cord or narrow
strips of cotton cloth. These must be
cut a week or two after the work is
done. The illustration shows the
method of doing this work.

In budding peaches care must be ex-
ercised to avoid using any fruit buds
for propegation. The fruit buds of
peaches are found on the new growth.

Grafting is the method usually em-
ployed in propagating apple trees. The
whip graft, such as is used in the nur-
serias, must be made In the winter
time. The only method of grafting
that is practical as the growing season
bezins is cleft grafting. This is used
in top working trees of some size
where it is desired to introduce a new
variety using the established tree as
the stock. In cleft grafting the limb
of the tree is sawed off and then split
by the use of a heavy knife or a knife
specially designed for the purpose, as
is shown in the cut. The twig of the
variety desired is brought to a wedge
shape at the lower end and is insgrted
in the cleft of the stock tree. It must
be so placed that the cambium layer
of the twig or scion comes in close con-
tact with the similar layer in the stock.

The split in the stock must be pro-
tected by covering it with grafting
wax. One of the most commonly used
preparations is that composed of rosin
four parts by weight, beeswax two
parts and tallow one part. These are
melted together, and as soon as it Is
hard enough to handle it is worked
over until it bécomes tough and light

yvellow in color. The hands must be
ereased when handling this wax. Some
of this wax should be so placed on the
craft as to keep all moisture out and
prevent the germs of decay from get-
ting a start.

Creosote or Tar Paint Should Be Ap-
plied to Stumps Where Limbs
Have Been Removed.

Whenever the limb of a tree is
blown off or becomes diseased the
stump should be sawed off even and
painted with creosote or tar paint;
otherwise decay will set in and spread
to other parts of the tree. Oftentimes
even a nail hole will so injure the bark
that it will come off, leaving the wood
underneath unprotected. If these spots
are left bare decay will set in and
seriously endanger the tree. A coat of
creosote or tar paint will prevent
spread of decay and gradually the
bark will grow over the bare place.

IMPROVE SOIL IN ORCHARDS

Most Old Neglected Trees Will Re-
spond to Application of Fertilizer
of Some Kind,

If the orchard is in clover sod, a
mulch of manure will probably not
be needed as the clover will furnish
the necessary mulch., In regard to
the question of whether it will pay
to apply fertilizers or not, it may
be said that most old neglected
orchards will respond to the applica-
tion of manure or commercial fertil-
jzers until they regain their health
and vigor. The time for applying
is usually very soon after the leaves
come out in the spring.

Planting Soy Beans.

Soy beans should be cultivated, and
drilling is the best method of planting.
The distance of planting varies wlth
the purpose of the crop.
