WILSON VETOES KNOX
PEACE WITH GERMANY

President Says It “Makes Com-
plete Surrender of Rights of
United States.”

Washington.—In a short message 1o
the house, President Wilson vetoed the
Knox resolution which would declare

war withr Gdrmany .at an end. When
read in the hoyse, it was received with
prolonged- ‘cheering by. the Democrats,
led -by ex-Speaker Clark. Republican
membegs remained silent for the most
part, but expressed disapproval of the
reference made tQ the failure of the
peace resolution to protect the free-
dom of the seas,

The President’s message pointed out

None of the things for which the
United States fought, the President
said, would_be “safeguarded by the
Knox resolution and Germany would
not be compelled to take action by way

The message further 8ays that-the
United States entered the war reluc-
tantly, but that when it did so it enter-
ed with a specific purpose and only be-
cause it “became convinced that it
could not.in truth be regarded.as only
a. European war, but must be regarded
as a, war in. w hich .civilization #tself
was mvolred and. l;qmmn rights of
every kind as agulg,st a belligerent
government.” The efforts of this coun-
try. to create a condition. which would

| make wars in the future difficult were

obtained in the Treaty of Versailles,
while the resolution, the President
said, did not attempt to accomplish any
of them, but “in effect, makes a com-
plete surrender of the rights of the
United States so far as the German

WOOL IS CHARGED

Materials Sold at More Than
100 Per Cent Above Cost,
14 Counts Allege.

INDICTED UNDER LEVER ACT.

President Got $515482 Bonus Over
‘Enormous’ Salaries in 1919—C. E.
Hughes Retained as Special
Counsel for Manufacturers.

New York.—The American Woolen
Company of Massachusetts, the Ameri-
can Woolen Company of New York,
and William .M. Wood,
both companies, were indicted under
the Lever act on a charge of profiteer-
ing by a Federal Grand Jury.

The indictment contains fourteen
counts, each dealing with the sale of
woolen cloth at a price alleged to be
exorbitant. The cost and sale prices
quoted show transactions that netted

the woolen companies 100 per cent
‘profit.

Herbert S. Smyth, special assistant
United States attorney general in
charge of the prosecution, said the gov-

ernment’s investigation had revealed.

that besides “enormous” salaries from

both companies, Mr. Wood in 1919 re-

ceived §515,482.86 in commissions.
This is charged as a part of the manu-
facturing and selling expense,

Te further asserted that the com-

panies this year increased prices more-

than 300 per cent over those of 1919,
It was in this class of materials that
the companies are charged with obtain-
ing profits of more"then 100 per cent.

U. S. Consul Reports Threats
Made by Villa

REBEL DEMANDING $50,000

Reported That 4,000 Troops Are In
The Vicinity Of The Property

Washington.—Threats by Villa to
destroy the property of the Alvarado
Mining Company at Parral unless he
was given $50,000 were reported to
the State Department by the Ameri-
can consul at Chihuahua. The com-
pany is an Americag concern.

Military guards to protect the prop-
erty were asked for by the American
consul, who was assured by local of-
ficials that’ there were about 4,000
troops in the vicinity of Parral. Ig-
nacio Enriques, miiitary governor of
Chihuahua, was reported to have con-
ferred with Villa Tuesday.

The Senate subcommittee which
has been investigating conditions in
Mexico for six months notified Chair-
man Lodge, of the Foreign Relations
Committee, that it was ready to re-
port.

Practically all the testimony taken
by the subcommittee dealt with con-
ditions prior to the overthrow of the
Carranza Government, but it is known
the committee regards the new gov-
ernment in Mexico in such light as not
to alt.er' materially the character of
its findings.

Later in the day Judge Anderson
overruled a demurrer filed by former
Justice Hughes to the finding ¢f the
courty pleas of not guilty were entered
by the attorneys for the defendants,
with five exceptions, and November 8
was set for the trial. Special pleas
previously had been entered by Carl J.
Fietcher of Indianapolis, secretary of
the Knox County Coal Operators’ As-

‘sociation ; M. J. Gould of Indianapolis,

president of the Linton Coal Company;
Jonas Walflle of Terre Haute, secretary
of the Indiana Coal Trade Bureau, and
H. W, Little of Terre Haute, secretary
of the Southern Indiana Coal Bureau.

Defendants in Illinois, Ohio and Mis-
souri have brought- proceedings to re-
sist beingsbrought into court here, and

only defendants living in Pennsylvauia
and Indiana were in court. Among
them was John T. Lewis, president of
the United Mine Workers of America.
J. C. Kolsem, a Terre Haute operator,
was not in court because of illness, and
no plea was entered in his case.

The motion by former Justice
Hughes challenged the constitutionali-
ty of the Lever act principally on the
ground that it is vague and indefinite

dictment also was challenged on the
ground that the cqal business during
the time covered by the indictment was
coverned by. rules promulgated by
President Wilson.

Under a complete agreemsant between
the senate and house ~onferees next
year’s naval budget has been fixed
at about $436,000,000. The two bod-
ies compromised on $20000000 for
naval aviation.

Similar
action is expected in the house.

Secretary Daniels announced that the
battleship Oklahoma, now at Key
West, will leave soon for target prac-
tice with the Atlantic flcet at Hamp-
ton Roads.

- Obregon Makes Reply.

Mexico City.—Replying to a mes-
sage of felicitation to himself and
those associated with him in the new
regime in Mexico, sent by a number
of the members of the municipality
of Los Angeles, Gen. Alvaro Obregon
expressed his thanks to the senders
ang declared that if he should be elgct.-
ed to the presidency he would seek to
bring about amicable relations be-
tween Mexico and all other countries,
“espggially those next to us on the
Amerfcan continent.”

“One of my greatest days,” added
General Obregon’s revly, “would be
that on which the soldiers which are
stationed to guard all frontiers lead-
ing to our country are withdrawn.”

BAKER REPORTS BIG SAVING.

Has Ligquidated 24,851 Out 26,449
Army Contracts.

Washington. — Secretary of War
Newton D. Baker told the United
States Chamber of Commerce that the
War Department has saved the Gov-
ernment a total of $2,571,048,950.90 in
liguidating the contracts entered be-
fore the signing of the armistice.
There still are 2,000 contracts to be
liquidated and the amount already
saved does not include the sum to be
realized from the sale of articles taken
Oover.

Notwithstanding many difficult ob-
stacles, Secretary DBaker says the
War Department has pushed all cases
to as early a settlement as practicable
and up to May 15 of the 26,449 con-
tracts cited as requiring settlement,
involving a total of $3,914,642,881.77,
24 851 involving obligations amount-
ing to $2,956,830,519.16 have been liqui-
dated.

In making these settlements, he
says, there was a cash outlay only cf
$385,781,641.25, or 13 per cent. of the
original obligation. “And this amount
does not represent the total made by
the settlement, for it must be remem-
bered that in return for the $385,781.-
641.25 paid out in final adjustment the
War Department has taken over quan-
tities of material and equipment which
have been sold at considerable addi-
tional return.”

STILL HOPING TO FLAG MARS.

Prof. David Todd Plans To Use A'r-
plane In Next Attempt.

Stamford, Conn.—Prof. David Todd.
noted astronomer, just back from
South America, is at a health resort
here resting before taking up certain
experiments with Major W. Schroeder,
holder of the record for altitude flying
in an airplane.

Professor Todd said he had an idea
that signals from Mars may be caught
by August, 1924, when Mars will be
30,000,000 miles from the earth. That
will be the closest the planet will be
| to the earth for another 500 years. He
expects to work with a view to catch-
ing signals in an airpiane.
