PLAN T0 REDUCE
CHICKEN LOSSES

Confining Mother Hen Will Afford

Protection Required hy
Brood of Chicks.

WET- GRASS VERY INJURIOUS

Weaklings Can Always Find Shelter
and Warmth Necessary for Proper_
Development—Young Fowis Are
Quite Defenseless,

(Prepared by the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture.)

Mrs. Biddy, after staying three
weeks In one spot keeping a sitting
of eggs warm, is likely to feel a strong
desire to travel about as soon as the
chicks are out of the shell. This long-
ing, natural as it may be, should not
be gratified until the chicks are
weaned. A brood of small chicks is
llkely to suffer serious losses when
the hen is allowed free range.

Loss From Exposure.

When hens are allowed free range
and have to forage for feed for them-
selves and the chicks, they often take
their young through wet grass where
the chicks may become chilled and die.
Most of the feed which the chicks se-
cure in this manner goes to keep up
the heat of the body, say poultry ex-
perts of the United States department
of agriculture, whereas feed eaten by
chicks that are with a confined hen
produces more rapid growth, as the
young birds do not have so much ex-
ercise.

Then, too, in most broods some
chicks are weaker than the others and
if the hen is allowed free range the
weaker ones often fall behind and
out of hearing of the mother’'s call
This frequently results in the death
of these chicks due to their becoming
chilled. If the hen is confined the
weaklings can always find shelter and
warmth under her, and after a few
days may develop into strong sturdy
chicks,

The loss in young chicks due to al-
lowing the hen free range is large.
Chickens frequently have to be caught

and put into their coops during sud-
den storms, otherwise they may hud-
die in some hole or: cover, become
chilled, or drown. When the hen is
on free range it is difiicult oftentimes
to find her when a storm approaches
and stull harder to catch the chickens.

Keep Chicks Growing.

If the best results are to be ob-
tained and a good profit made in
poultry raising, the chicks must be
kept growing“constantly. Even a short
exposure to cold or wet will check
growth and no martter how short the
check is, the chick will never entirely
recover from it

Young birds are absolutely defense-
less and even when constitutionally
strong, are physically frail in com-
parison with most of the creatures
with which they come in contact. For
this reason their range should be in
a yard where they can be protected
from cats, rats, and other enemies.

In localities where hawks and other
preying wild birds trouble the poultry
yard, devices which will protect the
chicks can be used. These may range
from the time-honored scarecrow to
pieces of bright-colored cloth or bits
of shiny tin strung around the coops.
When the enemy birds are unusually
daring, the chicken yard may require
netting over the top to prevent large
losses from these air raids.

HOW ANTHRACNOSE SPREADS

Various Ways in Which Watermelon
Ailment May Be Distributed,
Given by Specialists.

There are numeérous ways in which
the spread of watermelon anthracnose
may be accomplished, say specialists

| of the United States department of ag-

riculture. Spores may be spattered by
rain drops to leaves pearby or washed
to the ground, where they are carried
along to other plants by drainage wa-
ter. Laborers often disseminate the
disease, particularly if culls are re-
moved or melons harvested while the
vines are wet with dew or rain. Un-
der such circumstances, spores are
likely to be carried on hands and cloth-
ing from diseased vines to healthy
ones. If spores lodge on the melon it-
self, the characteristic anthracnose le-
sions form.

Make Sowing Frequently.
Make frequent sowings of peas, car-
rots, beets and spinach this year. The
root crops are always more tender if
grown rapidly.

FARM HAND RECEIVES
MANY LITTLE EXTRAS

Attention Is Called to Facts Often
Overlooked.

Unless Contract Definitely Sets Forth
Values of Various Items Laborer
Will Fail to Give Them
Just Consideration.

Many farmers engage their em-
ployees upon a basis somewhat similar
to the example given below. The fig-
ures used are cited by the United
States department of agriculture, not
as average figures for the whole coun.
try, nor for any particular locality,
but merely to call attention to facts
often slighted by both farmer and farm
employee and frequently overlooked
entirely by other people.

Upon this scale of values, often
more, and seldom less, it will be seen
that the farm laborer is really re-
celving $70.60 per month instead of
850. Yet, unless some form of con-
tract is provided which definitely sets
forth the values of these “extras,” the
laborer will fail to give them just con-
sideration. Ask him what he receives
and be will name the cash allowance
alone., The employer, too, though
more apt to calculate the value of the
extra items, is still in doubt as to the
real compensation he pays his men.

Values differ at different seasons.
The fuel consumed in winter months
would be much more than in the hot
weather: milk is worth more in one
month than another, and a gardeh plat
will yield more produce to one man
than to another.

A contract such as i8 used In the
West Prussia agricultural district
should be adapted for like conditions
in this country. Upon this contract
appears every item at Its precise ac-
knowledged value. The farmer knows
what his help costs him; the farm la-
borer realizes his true value, and the
general: public is relieved of much
harmful confusion by this simple, com-

| mon sense method.

RIGHT CULTIVATION OF CORN

Crop Should Be Treated Often Enough
to Keep Down Weeds and Main-
tain Soil Muich.

The best answer to the question of
how frequently corn should be cul-
tivated, say specialists of the United
States department of agriculture, is
that it should be cultivared often
enough to keep down weeds and vo
maintain constantly a loose soil mulch
till the corn has attained its growth,
To this end a greater number of culti-
vations will be necessary when rains
at Intervals of aboutr a week cause
the surface soil to run together and
crust. This crust must be broken and
the soil mulch restored, or excessive
run-off and evaporation will soon rob
the soil of its moisture.

Promptness in resioring the soil
mulch after a rain i{s important. With
double cultivators widened and by
driving astride each alternate row, the
mulch is restored In half the time nec
essary to drive astride of every row.,

CLUB GIRL’S HENS PAY WELL

Valeriv Henning of Mississippi Is Pay-
ing Her Way Through College on
Profits From Flock.

“T am a poultry club member, and
my records show that this yvear the net
profite from my chickens were £525.35.”
This is the report of Valerie Henning
of Panola county, Mississippi, who at
gixteen holds the championship of her
state in poultry-club work. She, with
six other Mississippl girls and two
chaperons, recently visited Washing:
ton. The five-day trip was a prize of-
fered by Mississippi bankers and busi-
ness maen to the girl In each district
of the state who made the .argest prof-
it in her club work.

Miss Henning has been a member
for two years of one of the poultry

clubs supervised by the United States
department of agriculture and the state
colleges. .

To obtain her start in club work she
borrowed $13.50 from a local bank.
With this money a pen of Barred
Plymouth Rocks, consisting of four
hens and one cockerel, was bought.
The profits from her chickens last
vear, her first in poultry work, were
8374, and her flock for 1919 consisted
of two cockerels and nineteen hens. By
the use of trap nests and leg bands the
record as a layer of each hen had been
observed, and only the good egg pro-
ducers were kept. From January 1
to October 16 the 19 biddies laid 2,84C
eggs. Miss Henning sells nearly all the
eggs for hatching purposes; but the
birds she raises, aside from the culls,
bring from $135 to $20 a pen.

The money this club girl has made
through her poultry work is being used
to pay her way through an agricultural
high school.

DESIRABLE HENS TO RETAIN

‘On Most Farms Size of Flock Could
Well Be Increased—Range ls

Very Important.

~ The average farmer might find it
‘desirable to increase the size of the
flock of hens. While most farmers
have little time to devote to poultry
raising, yet their families may attend
to the fowls and see that they are well
cared for and protected.

The usual “advice” to poultry ralsers
to begin with a few hens is sound. But
on most farms the women and giris
have had the responsibllity of the flock
for years and most of them could well
afford to increase the number of lay-
ing hens.

Range is very important for poultry.

The
fowls must have feed and shelter when
they need them.

When one is about to increase the
number of hens it is well to see that
those kept are worth keeping. Poor
