Chairman Hays Calls Delegates To

to order shortly after 11 A. M. and the

¢ it was generally admitted that
~ the fight still was a “free-for-ail” and
none of the candidates had succeeded
in capiuring a commanding lead.

The most important events of the
first session was the keynote speech
of Temporary Chairman Lodge and
the appointment of the “Big Four”
committees, including resolutions,
which will decide the principles on
which the Republican candidates will
make their fight for election.

| Hayvs opened the convention with a
brief speech. He said:

“The Republican party has met in
this open and free convention to ac-
cept from the American people a man-
date for the government of the United
States.

“As chairman of your national
committee I report progress. Four
years ago the normal Republican ma-
jority was 600,000 minus. Two years
ago it was 1,200,000 plus. Today 1
honestly believe it is double ithat num-
ber and in November it should exceed
three millicns.

“In spirit, I report more than prog-
réss. I report fulfillment. The great
pafty of the union has become a unit.
it shall so continue. There will be no
bolt from the convention.

“By direction of your national com-
mittee I present the name of the
Honorable Henry Cabot Lodge to act
@S yvour temporary chairman.”

The work of “pepping up” the crowd
started half an hour before the conven-
tion was called to order, with a crash
of vigorous march music from the
band, perched in a dizzy balcony in the
extreme rear, up under the girders.
Fro:x that point onward the tension
steadily intensified and the throng was
in a yelling mood as the “fifty-ninth”
minute approached.

Delegates and spectators, before
they entered the building, were forced
to run a gauntlet of stern-faced wom-
en—suffrage pickets, who stood in:a
long, silent line along the front of the
coliseam, holding banners with the
words: “You are to blame for the, de-
fefat of suffrage,” and “Rememberf we’

"“ have 17,000 million votes,” with other

-slozans of like nature. Hoover pickels
also facéd the throngs slowly working
their way toward the castellated struc-
ture where the great drama was to be
staged.

Hundreds of delegates had difficulty
in finding their seats. The aisles were
jammed.. Ushers were swamped. AS
the crowdl increased, the noise of con-
versation grew from a hum to a roar
as the'sgalleries filled up rapidly. The
roof lights came on at 10:40, glaring
through the bunting dthat hung from

the steel girders. There was-some ap- |

plause at this, but apparently the
throng wa in no mood for horseplay.
-~ When hour of 11 had nearly ar-
rived the galleries were about two-
thirds fillal, while the floor was con-
gested - - delegates blocking the
aisles, staading around and talking

with their aats on.
The motle men were on the job,

getting up their cameras as the minute
hand move! into the last five minutes
before the opening hour. The band
crashed inb the “Stars and Stripes

Forever.” .

Nicholas Murray Butler, president
candidate from New York, appeared
on the floor and was warmly greeted
by the New York delegation. He was
kept busy several minutes by a line
of handshakers that formed around the
New York standard.

Theodora Roosevelt, Jr., of New
York, appeared on the platform and
laughingly talked over the situation
with a party that had gathered there.

Chauncey M. Depew, seated among
the New York delegates before the
convention onened, held an impromptu
reception.

Delegates from every state section
came across chairs and down aisles
to shake hands with the veteran.
Depew was clad in a black frock coat
and a black hat. The front of his coat
was liberally bespattered with various
badges. He smiled and waved his
hand in response to the applause that
came from the galleries when his pres-
ence was discovered.

The confusion on the floor arpeared
to be increasing at 11:15. The space
immediately in front of the platform
was jammed.
Some delegations came equinped with
bundles of small flags, all set for dem-
onstrations.

The New Jersey, Virginia and Utah
amuse-
ment for the spectators when' their
standards became mixed. One side of
the New Jersey standard was emblaz-
oned with the name “New Jersey,”
while the other side in big black let-
ters read “Utah.” The Virginia stand-
ard was similarly mixed. The result
was that portions of all three delega-
tions found themselves sitting with
their conferees from the other states,
and all of them were able to prove
they were In the right chairs.

A cornet soloist, standing in front of
the high balcony, got the first real ap-
plause of the day when he shrilled a

| selection that pierced the eardrums of

everybody in the vast building.

Indications were that some real
“demonstrations” were in prospect.
As the delegations were seated it was
noticed that every delegate carried a
small American flag, and many of them
state insignias in addition.

The band broke into “The Red,
White and Blue,” and the crowd,
which now practically filled the en-
tire building, came to its feet, waving
flags and cheering. The band con-
tinued with a medley of patriotic airs,
each causing a new outburst of ap-
plause.

“Dixie” got its usnal warm welcome,
Southern delegates waving their hats
and one shrill rebel yell pierced the

air.
“Yankee Doodle” brought a salvo of

cheers and hand-clapping, especially
from the New England section.

LODGE NAMED PERMANENT
CHAIRMAN.

Chicago.—Senator Lodge, temporary
chairman of the Republican National
Convention, was selected by the com-
mittee on permanent organization as
permanent chairman,

There were three nominations for
the place and Senator Lodge was
named on the first ballot, over former
Senator Beveridge, of Indiana, and
Senator McCormick, of Illinois.

The remainder eof the temporary or-
ganization was recommended for per-
manent service, without opposition.

SOME CONVENTION POINTERS.

The keynote sveech of Temporary
Chairman Lodge was the principal
feature of the opening session of the
Republican National Convention. His
vigorous attack on the Administration
aroused the greatest enthusiasm and
his declaration that the dynasty of
Woodrow Wilson must be driven from
power was greeted with proionged
cheering.

Instructed Wood delegates won the
two most important sommittee chair-
manshins, Senator Watson, of Indiana,
for resolutions, and Edward D. Duf-
field, of New Jersey, for credentiais.

Senators Beveridge, of Indiana, and
McCormick, of Illinois, were nom-
inated in opposition to the Massa-
chusetts senator and the Maryland and
Delaware members voted for McCor-
mick.

An attempt was made to line up
Western States feor Johnson. Utah,
Washington, Nevada, Arizona and
Oregon were represented.

No sooner was the committee on
resolutions organized by the election
of Senator Watson, of Indiana, as

lﬂzhair'nnam,, than a deluge of petitions

poured in from wets and drys, suffs
and anti-suffs, economists, Irish sym-
pathizers and labor leaders.

The Maryland delegation will, of
course, vote for General Wood on the
first, second and probably the taird
ballots. Lowden appears to be the
second and Harding the third choice
of the Marylanders.

Senator James E. Watson, of In-
diana, was elected chairman of the
committee on resolutions, defeating
Ogden Mills, of New York, 41 to 3.

An estimate of the probable result
of the first ballot gives Wood 267
votes, Lowden, 255; Johnson, 146, and
Harding, 58.

BRYAN WANTS DRY PLANK.

WIill See That “My Party Embraces

Chicago.—William Jennings Bryan
strongly urged that the Republican
convention introduce a plank in its
platform indorsing the Eighteenth
Amendment as interpreted by the Vo!-
stead act in an address before a mass-
meeting of drys.

The court's opinion, rendered by
Justice Van de Venter, was sweep-
ing.

the law of the land. While recogniz-
ing that Congress has limitations in re-
spect to the enforcement of laws re-
garding beverages, the court held
those limits were not transcended in
the enactment of the enforcement act
restricting alcoholic content of intoxi-
cants to one-half of 1 per cent.

While the New York, New Jersey

and Wisconsin acts, permitting--thes
| manufacture and sale of beverages of

more than one-half of 1 per cent. nulli-

fled alcoholic content, were not direct-

ly involved, the decision was inter-
preted as invalidating them. The
court said the first section of the
amendment, of its own force, “invali-
dates any Ieﬁ‘%&ﬂm act, whether by
Congress, by a state legislature or by
a territorial assembly, which author-
izes or sanctions what the section pro-
hibits.” s

Concurrent power granted by the
amendment to federal and state gov-

ernments to enforce prohibition, the

court further'held, “does not enable
Congress or the several states to de-
feat or thwart prohibition, but only
to enforce it by appropriate means”

The decision of the court was set

forth in 11 conclusions, covering
seven separate proceedings. These pro-
ceedings included  9original suits
brought by the state of Rhod Island,
directly attacking the constitutionality
of the amendment. '

- The Conclusions.

The conclilsions of the court follow:

“1—The adoption by both houses of
Congress each by a two-thirds vote,
of a joint resolution proposing an
amendment to the Constitution suffi-
ciently shows that the proposal was
deemed necessary by all who voted for
it. An express declaration that they
regarded 1t as necessary is not essen-
tial. None of the resolutions whereby
prior amendments were proposed con-
tained such a declaration.

“2—The two-thirds vote in each
House which is required in proposing
an amendment is a vota of two-thirds
of the members present—assuming
the presence of a quorum—and not a
vote of two<thirds of the entire mem-
bership present and absent. Missouri
Pacific Railway Company vs. Kansas
248, U. 8. 276.

The Referendum.
“3—The referendum provisions of

.| state constitutions and statutes, can-

not be applied, consistently with the
Constitution of the United States, in
the ratification or rejection of
amendments to it. Hawks vs. Smith
—{J. S.—decided June 1, 1920.

“4—The prohibition of the manu-
facture, sale, transportation, impor-
tation and exportation of intoxicating
liquors for beverage purposes, as
embodied in the Eighteenth Amend-
ment, is within the power to amend
reserved by Article V of the Consti-
tgtion.

“5—That amendment by lawful
proposal and ratification has become
a part of the constitution and must
be respected  and given effect the
pame as other provisions of that in-

strument.
Binding On AlL

“6—The first section of the amend-
ment—the. one embodying the prohi-
tion—is operative throughout the en-
tire territorial limits of the United
States, binds all legislative bodies,
