dates cf April 6, 1917 to November 1i,
1918. This Medal will be issued in ad-
Jition to the Victory Button previously
authorized and issued. Detail informa-
tion and thc necessary application
blanks may be secured from the Army
Recruiting Stations at 117 W. Fayette
Street, Baltimore, Md., or 509 Tenth
Street, n. w., Washington, D. C. Each
applicant is required to fill out a pre-
scribed application blank form for the
Victory Medal.
