Death came after an illness of several

' weeks and was due to a complication of

James Alexander Dawkins was born
in Calvert County. His parents were
Young Parran Dawkins and Alethia
Dawkins (nee Dorsey,) both of whom

could trace their ancestry to the early )

scttlers of Calvert county.

When he was still a boy they moved
to St. Mary’s county, where most of his
boyhood was spent. His early school-
ing was acquired at Charlotte Hal
School, in St. Mary’s County, which he
attended during the Civil War. Later
he attended the private school of the
Rev. James Stevenson, cf the same
county.

In 1868 he came to Baltimore, en-
gaging almost immediately in the grain
and tobacco business and became a
member of the firm of William A. Pad-
gett & Co. Upon the death of Mr.
Padgett, Mr. Dawkins entered a part-
nership with John H. Crispin, the firm
name being Crispin & Dawkins. After
some time Mr. Crispir retired and a
secoud partnership was formed with
W. Bernard Duke, now president of the
Seaboard Bank.

In 1904 Mr. Dawkins was elected to
thc Maryland House of Delegates and
continued as a member for six consecu-
tive sessions. While a delegate he
served as a member of many important
committees.
