Much greater returns would be se-
cured from the average farm flock if
the poor layers were culled out, as
some of the birds hardly pay even for
this feed which has to be purchased.
This keeping of a free boarding house
for a lot of hens is as poor business,
however, for the general farmer as it
Is for the poultry man who is making
a business of egg production. $

A hen that lays no eggs requires as
much feed and care as one that lays
many. The thrifty see to it that their
flocks consist of layers.

Requisites for Egg Production,

Hens of a good egg-laying strain
will lay more eggs, in the course of a

| year, than will a flock of mongrels,

In the majority of instances it is not
feasible to sell all the old flock and
start a new standardbred one; but, it
standardized roosters are used to head
the flock for three or four generations,
the resulting flock will resemble pure-
bréd fowls. The better way, however,
Is to get hatching eggs from a good
strain of purebred fowls.

Culling must be practiced In all
flocks if a profit is to be made. In the
better flocks few birds will be dis-

ESTIMATE RECEIPTS
FOR FARM PRODUCTS

Grower Should First Consider
Grade and Quality.

Returns May Not Always Agree With
Figures Given in Bulletins on Ac-
count of Changes in Prices
Made Overnight.

To estimate what he should expect
to receive for his product in a given
market and on a given day, the grow-
er or shipper should first consider the
grade, pack, quality, and condition of
his product compared with the bulk
of that product as quoted in the bul-
letins for that day; second, deduct
from the stated price the freight or
express charges, other costs, and com-
missions.

Even after proper deductions have
been made, returns may not always
agree with prices quoted in the bul-
letins, because of unexpectedly heavy
receipts later in the day, sudden

| changes in weather, or other factors

which influence the market quickly.

Anyone desiring to secure informa-
Jon more promptly than is possible
through the mails may have all or any
part of any report sent by telegraph,
charges collect, from the nearest mar-

| ket station maintaired by the bureau

of markets, United States department
of agriculture, or by addressing the
department at Washington, D. C,
which will refer him to the proper sta-
tion. A blank for entering the details
of the desired telegraphic service will
be furnished upon application.

HOLD ROUGHAGE IN RESERVE

Good Plan to Accumulate Supply of
Hay or Ensilage to Meet Any
Emergency.

The feeding of cottonseed cake does

aot do away with the necessity for |

roughage, either in the form of range
forage or in some other form sayvs the
United States department of agricul-
ture. The dry-cured forage on the
racge will usually meet this need, but
in case of prolonged drought, such as
occasionally comes in the southwest,
the supply of range feed may become
exhausted. To meet such emergencies,
it would be a distinct advantage to
accumulate a reserve supply of rough-
age in the form of hay or silage during
the more favorable years.

Straw for Feed.

Good clean wheat or oat straw will
not tend to dry up cows if a sufficient
amount of other feed is fed in connec-
tion with it to give a cow a full ra-
tion.

Szanitary Premises Necessary.
Sanitary premises are a necessary
adjunct to the proper vaccination of

hogs.

Spray for Potatoes.
Spray your potatoes with bordaaux
mixture,

Only a little practice is required be-
fore a person can readily distinguish
between a good laying hen and a poor
one, County and home demonstra-
tion agents give this information by
means of demonstrations and the
United States department of agricul-
ture has published a circular which
tells how to cull.

Feeding is one of the most important
factors in egg production. On poor ra-
tions hens will live and even keep In
fair heaith; but well-balanced, palat-
able feeds are necessary to get good
egg production. The additional cost of
a good ration compared with a poor

ration is repaid many times by the |

extra eggs obtained, As a rule the
simplest feed mixtures, composed of
home-grown grains and their by-prod-
ucts, supplemented by sweet or sour
milk or some animal feed rich in pro-
tein, such as meat scrap, will prove
most profitable and will produce eggs
at the lowest cost,

There is no one best ration for all

conditions, but many of the grains can |

be fed interchangeably, depending on
their availability and price.

VIGOROUS FOWL IS FAVORED |

Strong, Healthy Birds Are Preferred
as Breeders—Eyes Should Be
Bright and Clear.

Fowls for breeding purposes should
be strong, healthy, vigorous birds,
says the United States department of
agriculture. The comb, face, and wat-
tles should be of a bright-red color,
eyes bright and fairly prominent, head
comparatively broad and short and not
long or crow-shaped, legs set well
apart and straight, plumage clean and

smooth.

PLAN FOR MARKETING EGGS

White and Brown Varieties Should
Be Placed in Separate Packages
—Keep Culls at Home.

Market white-shelled and brown-
shelled eggs in separate packages,
says the United States department of
agriculture. Eggs irregular in shape,
those which are unusually long or
thin-shelled, or which have shells oth-
erwise defective, should be kept by the
producer for home use, so that break-
age in transit may be reduced as
much as possible.

An egg that shows any defect should

not be marketed.

MEAT SUPPLIES FOR FAMILY

Greater Portion of Pork Products Used
by Farmers Are Produced on
Home Farm.

Nearly two-thirds of the meat eaten
on the farm is pork, the average farm
consumption of pork being over 500
pounds per family. The greater por-
tion of the pork products used by
farmers are produced on the home
farm. A small number of pigs can
be raised :cheaply, says the United
States department of agriculture.
Kitchen and garden wastes, and some-
times dairy by-products, are available
for feed. The farmer usually kills
the hogs and dresses them on his own

SHEEP BUSINESS PROFITABLE

Study Being Made of Specialized
Raising With Complete Reliance
on Forage Crops.

Results of a farm sheep experiment
reported by the United States depart-
ment of agriculture show clearly the
possibility of a profitable sheep-raising
business upon eastern lands., At the
government farm, Beltsville, Md., a
study is being made of specialized in-
tensive sheep raising with complete
reliance upon forage crops for sum-

mer pasturage.

In 1916 a 30-acre area did not pro-
duce forage enough to feed satisfaes
torily 44 Southdown ewes and 33
lambs. This field is now capable of
furnishing sufficient summer feed for
100 ewes with their lambs. The im-
provement is due in part to the appli-
cation of manures, lime, and phos-
phates, but chiefly to the fact that legu-
minous crops were largely used and
all crops were fed upon the ground.
Under the system followed forage
crops are seeded in rotation and the
sheep are allowed such frequent
changes of pasture as are necessary
to prevent troubles from parasites.
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Practically all mnge-bred lambs are

docked and castrated.
