CONGRESSMAN MUDD WINS.

Congressman Sydney E. Mudd
announces that his appropriation
for macadam roads in the District
of Columbia leading into the
Maryland roads of the Fifth Con-
gressional District, would be used
this summer.

The Mudd Amendment. offered
by Mr. Mudd in the House, pro-
vided for the macadamizing of
the Bladensburg Road from 15th
and H. Streets, Northeast. tothe
District Line, $51,000; for mac-
adamizing Alabama avenue, from
Pennsylvania avenue to Ridge
road and Bowen road and Dis-
triet Line, $21,000; for macadam-
izing Central avenue. from Ben-
nings road to District line, $39,-
000, and for macadamizing 38th
street, southeast, between Bowen
and Suitland roads. $9,000, in all
$120,000. He obtained all of
these appropriations with the ex-
ception of the $39,000 item, which
was rejected in the Senate.

Mr. Mudd won his fight on the
floor after his plea had been re-
jected by the Appropriations
Committee. Against the opposi-
tion of the Committee on the
floorr Mr. Mudd offered the
Amendment and declared that
roads of the District of Columbia
leading into the magnificent
Maryland highways were a dis-
grace to the District and to the
Nation: that the State of Mary-
land had spent upwards of thirty
millions of dollars in the con-
struction of its fine system of
highways, which had been prac-
tically destroyed during the war
by Government trucks from
- Washington City to Annapolis
and to Baltimore and other places,
and that the Government had not
in any respect contributed toward
the maintenance of the Maryland
roads.

On the 12th, ulto., Congress-
man Mudd appeared before the
Commissioners of the District of
Columbia and informed them that
the roads referred to, particular-
ly the Bladensburg road, which
connects with the Baltimore pike,
and the Bowen road connecting
with the Annapolis highway,
were in very poor condition and
that the appropriation shonld be
immediately utilized and the work
completed this summer and be-
fore the convening of Congress.
The Commishioners advised Mr.
Mudd that the work on the Blad-
ensburg road would very shortly
begin and that when it is com-
pleted it will be a double macad-
amized thoroughfare and that the
Marlboro road would also be
macadamized within the very
near future. The Government
of the District has been severely
handicapped, he was told, by
reason of the fact that it has been
difficult to obtain, not only labor,
but the cement arnd other mate-
rials for roags. Mr. Mudd was
assured, however, that within a
few m.nths the rvads would be
completely constructed.

Before the Commissioners Mr.
Mudd also took up the question
of the disposal of garbage in the
District of Columbia to farmers
in the Fifth Congressional Dis-
trict, who have previously been
obtaining the same under exist-
ing law for the raising of hogs.
When the District Bill was before
the House the Congressman suc-
cessfully defeated the provisions
of the bill repealing the existing
law and taking away this right
which the farmers have long en-
joyed. The item, however, was
put back in the bill in the Sen-
ate, and was passed and approved
in conference. After the bill be-
came a law, therefore, the farm-
er was deprived of his privilege
despite the energetic opposition
of Mr. Mudd in the House.

Recentiy, Mr. Mudd, with the
assistance of  Congressman
Moore, of Virginia, whose con-

stituents are likewise complain-
ing because the privilege has also
been taken away from themy in-
