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Chicago.—Whether the specter of a |

nation-wide railway sirike has
remained undecided,
Brotherhood oflicials, after confer-
ences, made no attempt to conceal
their disappointment that they did not
get all of the billion dollar increase
The belief grew, however,
that the union oflicials would submit
the award, probably without recom-

mendation to a referendum of the men.

Railroad representatives immediate- |

ly set about plans for passing the
£600,000,000 addition to their wage
budget along to the ultimate consumer
—in this case the man who pays the
freight, Judge R. M. Barton, chairman
of the United States Railway Labor
Board, had hardly handed down his
decision when E. T. Whiter, repre-
senting the more than 400 railroads
involved, announced that the roads
would need an increase of 18 per cent
in freight rates to meet the wage
boost.

The $600,000,000 award represents a
21 per cent increase In the pay of the
railroad men. Mr, Whiter estimated
the 1920 payrolls at $3,344,000,000,
more than double the $§1,4068,570,394
paid in 1916,

The board’'s award was made retro-
active to May 1, with provision that
back pay for three months falls due
August 1, when $150,000,000 is to be

distributed in addition to the regular-
' pay.

Yard service engineers, firemen
and helpers who received an hourly
increase of 1S cents, will get the big-
vest checks, their three months’ award
totalling $110.16.

In its decision the board followed
the broad general policy that the man
who recelved the least should get the
most. On a percentage basis the big-
gest Increases went to the unskilled
and semi-skilled labor,

The one notable exception to this
ceneral rule was the yard service
men, whose 18 cents an hour increase
topped all others. Here, the board ex-
plained, the deciding factors were the
extreme hazard to life and limb and
degree of skill required.

The award, if it is accepted by
the men, will bring te a close, at least
for the present, the board believes,
the scemingly endless eyele of wage
demands from the railway workers.
Starting with the demands of 1916,
which were met for a time by passage
of the Adamson law, there has been
an almost continuous procession of
rail unions before various government
boards and commissions, all demand-
ing changes in pay.

Washington.—A 20 per cent increase
in all passenger fares on the railroads
of the United States and an :increase
in freight rates of approximately 8 per
cent in addition to the 28 per cent
#iready asked was recommended to

the Interstate Commerce Cominissivn
by the Association of Railway Execu-
tives,

In detail the additional Increases
proposed by the railroad men provide
for:

An increase of six-tenths of a cent
a mile in passenger fares, making
the fare 3.6 cents a mile; a 20 per
cent ‘nerease in excursion, conven-
tion and cther fares for special occa-
sfons;- an increase of 20 per cent on
all commutation tickets; a 20 per
cent increase in extra fares on lim-
ited trains and club cars; an increase
of 20 per cent in excess baggage rates,
and an increase of 50 per cent or one-
half charge, for Pullman or sleeping
cars,

An increase on all rates on milk by
approximately 36 per cent, 2An addi-
tional increase on freight and switch-
ing revenues above the gross 38 per
cent already provided to make up the
full difference in providing an aggre-
gate Increase of $626,000,000 a year.
| It wlll be recalled that the 1. C. C.
has heard and taken under advisement
proposals of the railroad executives for
an average increase in freight rates of
2S per cent regarded as necessary to
bring the return provided in the trans-
portation act before the wage award
was handed down,

Railway officials estimate that the
total increases now proposed from all
sources in each of the three railroad
territories would meet the increases in
wages in these territories.

' Secretary Houston Forecasts A Furth

Washington. — The government'’s
income for the fiscal year ending June

' 30, exceeded its expenses for the first

time in three years, Secretary Hous-
ton declared in a statement in which -
he announced a reduction in the gross
public debt and forecasts a further
“important reduction for the ¢oming
12 months. |

While the annual operations of the
government showed a surplus of
$291,221,547, the more important
change, Treasury officials said, was
the cutting of $1,185,184,692 from
the gross public debt during the
year. The national debt aggregated
$24,299,321,467 on June 230, and
$25,484,506,160 a year previously,
but in the meantime the obligations

' of the nation had mounted to their

highest point—$26,596,701,648 on
August 31-—due tpo the operaticns in-
cident to the handling of maturities
of treasury certificates of indebted-
ness. Thus a reduction of $2,297.-

380,180 from the peak is shown.
