All Metal Plane Will Revolutionize
Aircraft Design and
Consiruction.

BIG ADVANGE N SGIENGE

Frail Spruce and Linen Ship That Did
its Bit in War and FHas Been Used
in Commerce Will Be Displaced
by All Metal Type.

New York.—The presence in Amer-
ica of John M. Larsen’s JL-6 all metal
monoplane will completely revolution-
ize aircraft design and construction,
according to statements made here by

The wing beams, the long fuselage,
the engine bearers, the struts, the
under-carriage were made of either
spruce or ash and the wings were
covered with Irish linen.
