“In Tahiti, as well as in most of the
South Sea islands, great numbers of
cocontits are grown, and, after being
dried for copra, are shipped in large
Juantities to Europe. We were much
‘nterested in the different methods of
gathering the nuts in various islands,
In Tahiti the natives climb the trees
with the help of a strip of greea,
fibrecus bark torn off the stem of a
hibiscus tree. Afier knotting the two
ends together, the climber slips his
feet half through the circle, and,
standing with his legs apart, so as to
stretch the thong tight, ascends the
{ree in a series of leaps, with a foot
on each side of the trunk.

“A practiced climber will thus
mount trees of a very considerable
height with a celerity and ease which
do not suggest the long practice actu-
ally required. On making a trial my-
self, I found it difficult to climb even
so much as a foot from the ground.

“In its fresh, green state the coco-
nut provides a most refreshing drink,
but as it grows clder the ‘milk" hard-
ens and forms the white inner rind
with which we are all familiar, This is
the cel brated copra and (. is commer-
cially put to many different uses. In
Tahiti it is used for sauces and for
coconut oil. One sauce, which was
served with fish 2t a very enjoyvable
picnic, although compounded of
serape. nut and sea water, was pnlat—
able.”

BEEF 1 IMPORTS GROW

Figures Are Gi\'fen Out by Bureau
of Animal Industry.

Canned and Cured Meats Show Big
Falling Off for the Period
Covered.

There was very little difference In
the quantity of fresh and refrigerated
beef imported into the United States
in 1919 and 1920. The figures are
taken from the meat inspectors’ re-
ports, bureau of animal industry, Unl-
ted States department of agriculture.
In 10 months ended in April, 1919,
27,673,105 pounds of fresh and refrige-
rated beef were imported. In. the
period ending at the corresponding
time In 1920 the quantity of fresh

|

Fresh and refrigerated meats of
other kinds jumped to twice the quan-
tity in the 10 months ending April,
1920, as for the same period in 1919.
The figures show 7,933,377 pounds for
1919 and 14,979,663 pounds for 1920.
But the canned and cured meats im-
ported during the same periods show
a remarkable drop from 126,624,348
pounds In 1919 to less than 2,000,000
pounds in 1920, This Item accounts
for the marked decrease in the total
meat products imported. The total
weight imported in the 1919 period
was 105,602,911 pounds, but 1820
brought only 50,246,055 pounds.
