Unionists Desert Carson and Bel-
fast Leaders Demand Action
by Lloyd George.
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LONDON 1S EXPECTING

Orange Ban on Catholic Workers Re-
sults in Big Damage to Trade—Op-
position Breaks Down Under Trend
Toward a Compromise.

London.—The road to peace with
Ireland lles open. ' It was confirmed
that there had béen a split in the Ul-
ster ranks, with many Unilonist lead-
ers breaking away fro mthe influence
of Sir Edward Carson.

A deputation of forty went from
Belfast to inform Lloyd George that
“a large proportion of Ulstermen are
prepared ta sink their differences and
old prejndices against the men of
South Ireland and to advocate an im-
mediate offer to Ireland of dominion
home rule.” A Belfast news letter to
a Unionist paper contains this un-
qualified admission.

The Britig cabinet met in Downing
street to consider the Irish situation
and to view this new situation. The
tribune correspondent learns that the
secession from the Carson influence by
a majority of prominent Orangemen
follows dissatisfaction with the pres-
ent situation due to the consequences
of the Orange boycott of Catholic
workers at Belfast. Several thousand
of these workers, including more than
a thousand ex-soldiers, have been pre-
vented from working at the Belfast
shipvards unless they repudiate the
Sinn Feln.

Nationalists outside Belfast were
not long in organizing a counter-boy-
cott cn Belfast goods, which move-
ment already has caused much dam-
age to Belfast trade.

President Davidson of the Siracco
works, a great engineering concern
with Ulster capital, heads the deputa-
tion coming to confer with Lloyd
George. Hitherto Davidson has been
one of Carson's strongest supporters.
He says he broke away because of the
ban placed against the Catholic work-
men, who, he declares, are invaluable
in his business. He says If the ban is
not lifted he will transfer the entire
operations of his firm to America.

The news of the Ulster split natural-
ly made a tremendous impression in
Dublin. Henry Harrison, secretary of
Plunkett's Dominion League and eof
the recent business men's deputation
to the premier, issued an invitation to
all supporters of Dominion heme rule
for a conference in order to meet the
premier‘s chellange to the business
men’s deputation to produce proof that
such a settlement nnuld be generally
acceptable.

So far ,of course, the split in the
north has merely opened the door to
a solution, and it would be an exag-
geration to say there is any general
flocking on the part of the Unionists
to the home rule standard.
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FRANCE IN ACCORD WITH
U. S. ON POLISH CRISIS.

Paris.—The French govern-
ment is sending a note to the
United States expressing pleas-
ure that the French and Ameri-
can views on the Russo-Polish
situation are “in complete ac-
cord.” The note recapitulates
the conclusions in the American
note to Italy, saying that France
“reaches an identical conclu-
sion.” It adds that France
“never varied in its determina-
tion to support the principles so
clearly formulated by the gov-
ernment of the United States.”

The note says it was with
these principles in mind that
France recognized Gen. Baron
Wrangel and decided not to ap-
prove the Soviet's terms to Po-
land unless theyv conform with
these principles. France, it says,
is “hgppy to note once again the
most thorough harmony between
the sentiments animating the
American and French peoples
when there is at stake the future
of clvilization.”

FRANGE REGOGNILES
GEN. WRANGEL REGIME

French to Send Help to Sebasto-
pol Unless British. Navy
Bars Dardanelles.

Paris.—The French government has
' Gen. Baron Peter

Wrangel as head of the de facto gov-
ernment of South Russia. In making

this announcement the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs said this recognition
implied rendering General Wrangel al
possible military assistance.

France will send a high commis-
sioner to Sebastopol immediately, the
foreign office stated.

Two reasons were given by the for-
eign office for recognizing General
Wrangel. The first was his promise to
assume all the obligations of the for-
mer Russian government. The second
was his promise to give Russia a dem-
ocratic government,

France notified Premier Lloyd George
of her action to this effect, it was
stated. The French government like-
wise is notifying its commercial at-
tache In London to have no dealings
with Leonid Krassin and Leo Kame-
neff, the Soviet emissaries in the Brit-
ish capital.

The French foreign office regards
the Soviet terms to Poland, which the
British premier read in the House of
Commons, as only preliminary, and
it is convinced that the Soviet govern-
ment later would exact much harsher
peace terms.

In annbuncing the recognition of the
South Russian government, the Minis-
try of Foreign Affairs said the Soviet
government’s anxiety with regard to
General Wrangel's successes was due
to its knowledge that he was the most
competent anti-Bolshevist leader who
had vet appeared.

The French belleve General Wrangel
shows more promise of overturning the
Bolshevist regime than did the Poles,
General Denikin or Admiral Kolchak
in their operations against the Soviet.
General Wrangel, the French point out,
is meeting with great success in turn-
ing all the Ceossack tribes agalnst the
Bolshevikl.

The Temps says that by granting
recognition to General Wrangel

“France displays the importance which
it attaches to the national character
of all governments constituted in Rus-

sia.”

EXPRESSMEN GAIN BIG
RISE IN WAGE AWARD

Railway Labor BM Finds T3 of
000 Workers
Flat Increase.

Chicago.—Increases in pay aggregat-
ing $£30,000,000 were granted by the
United States Railway Labor Board
to 75,000 railway express workers of
the country. The award appears to
have satisfied the unions with which
the men are affiliated, and the con-
troversy which has existed so long
between the railway express workers
and the American Railway EXxpress
Company is thus terminated. The av-

erage flat increase to the men involved
is 16 cents an hour.

The increase is awarded according
to the monthly earnings of two classes
of employees. The actual average
raise for express workers on trains,
numbering 10,000, is $38.40 a month.
IFor the 65,000 other employees, includ-
Ing chauffeurs, clerks, etc., the actual
averag 9 raise is $32.64 a month.

The award dates back to May 1 at
the rate of pay the workers were get-
ting March L By this arrangement
the workers whose wages were in-
creased by adjustments which the
Railway Express Company voluntarily
made during the first four months of
this vear receive no unfair advantage
over the other men in the new award.

The note, which is 800 words long
and is signed Wy Premier Millerand,
recapitulates the conclusions in the
American note to Italy, saying that
France “reaches an identical conclu-
gion.” It adds that France “never
varied in its determination to support
the principles so clearly formulated by
the government of the United States.”

The French note says it was with
these principles in mind that France
recognized General Baron Wrangel
(anti-Bolshevik commander in South
Russia), and decided not to approve
the Soviet's terms to Poland unlcss
they conform with these principles. It
concludes that France is “happy to
note once again the most thorough
harmony between the sentiment ani-
mating the American and French peo
ples when there is at stake the future
of civilization.”
