How much more does it cost 1o
grow an acre of corn than to grow an
acre of oats?

An-ex-
ample has just been brought to the |
writer's attention of the comparative
cost of growing corn and oats on a
Minnesota farm. It is furnisked by
Albert Inmer, a well-known farmer in |
Cottonwood county. Minn.. in an ar- |
ticie which appeared in the Cotton-
wood Citizen.

Mr. Inmer savs: *“J had a curiosity
to know how much it would cost to
raise an acre of oats and corn. Te
find out 1 kept account, during the
year, of the time required and the
cash expended to grow the above men
tioned crops.” His figures show that
it cost him £31.49 to grow an acre of
corn and $18.131-3 to grow an acre of
nats, or a difference of $13.00 an acre
in favor of oats.

That
may be true with regard to some com-
modities, but marketing experts of
the department of agriculture main-
tain that sometimes women are better
qualified to handle the marketing
work in connection with poultry,
eggs, and canned products. The pro-
duction of poultry and eggs is largely
a matter attended to by farm women.

receiving a maximum of reward for
their labors.

Some of the finest eggs in the coun-
try are produced in Kansas and Colo-
rado through the activities of boys
and girls. Boys and girls in every
state are prize winners for dairy, beel,
and pork production. In New Jersey,
through proper grading and packing
methods, the boys and girls generally
top the egg markets by at least D cents
a dozen. When eggs were 80 cents a
dozen in Massackusetts last year the
eggs marketed by boys and girls’ clubs
brought $1 a dozen because of their
superior quality. Boys and girls’
poultry generally sells at a higher
price than the prevailing market level.

A Young Business Woman.

There are many individual instances
of notable achievements by boys and
girls. One is that of a fifteen-year-old
girl in Massachusetts who marketed
about 3,000 cans of high-grade fruits
and vegetables last year, The prod-
ucts were so well put up that the Col-
ony club of Springfield, Mass., desired
to contract for the entire gutput. At
the present time this young woman
has difficulty in meeting her orders,
which call for 5,000 cans of produce

This Youngster Finds the Marketing
of Garden Produce a Profitable Busi-
ness.

If farm products can be marketed to
best advantage by those who have the
greatest intimacy with them, does it

not follow that the department’s con;

tention is correct?

Several hundred thousand gallons of
apples are used in Spokane, Wash,,
each vear in the manufacture of bak-
ers’ pies. Two years ago 130,000 gal-
lons of apples annually were shipped
to Spokane from the state of New
York. Today, alttough the demand
{s greater, the quantity of-imported
apples has been reduced considerably,
for the demand is supplied at home.
That accomplishment was made possi-
ble by 70 young girls—giris between

‘the ages of ten and eighteen—who

knew that thousands of gallons of cull
apples were going to waste on farms
in the vicinity of Spokane. Through

the assistance of the United States de- |

partment of agriculture and Washing-
ton state agencies, a girls’ canning
club was formeZd. witk: the result that
these small canners are furnishing
Spokane bakers gvith a large part of
tHeir canned-apple supplies. Not only
do these voung girls attend to the
work of canning, but they handle the
entire transaction from start to finish.

Learning Better Methods.

It is conservatively estimated that
55 per cent of the membership of boys
and girls’ club work throughout the
pnation consists of girls. Witkin a few
years the majority of those girls will
take their places as American farm
women. They are now, in their teens,
studving and working out problems
that will confront them later on. And
while they are doing that they are
learning the fundamental principles in
scientific production and marketing
methods that must supplant those be-
ing used at present in order to meet
the increasing food requirements of

our country.

To secure a full stand of the
grass promptly, seed should be sown
at the rate of ten pounds per acre. A
method of seeding that has often been
used I8 to cut grass with mature seed
and scatter the hay over the land
where it was desired to establish car-
pet-grass pasture.

To * establish carpet-grass pasture
in open forests or on cut-over land,
without going to the expense of clear-
ing, the standing trees should be dead-
The land to be
seeded should be burned over in win-
ter in order to remove all the tall
straw or broom sedge, wire grass, and
other bunch grasses, Plowing or disk-
ing is not necessary. Carpet grass at
the rate of five pounds per acre may
then be sown at any time after the
weather becomes warm, but preferably
when there i§ ample moisture.
