Referring to Saskatchewan, it is con-
fidently expected that the wheat yield
will be nearly 125 million bushels,
Heavy rains which fell in districts that
did not promise so well in July, had
ereatly improved the prospects there,
and there is no question that paying
vields will be produced. The yields
in the eastern part of the province
may not show to the advantage that
will those of the western part, but
todo much cannot be said of this, for it
is the results as they come from the
machine, and often these prove happily
ieceptive.
