WHY WE PAY.

The indictment and prosecu-
tion of profiteers and gougers In
various sections of the country
comes as a ray of hope to a peo-
ple groaning under the burden of
exorbitant prices forfleverything
we eat, wear or use. It is not
the retailer who is feeling the
weight of the law, as his price
as a rule are quite within the
bounds of reason—at least in the
country towns and rural districts.
The gougers who are being hit
are .generaliy middlemen or
wholesalers, who have been jug-
gling the products back and forth
with a price boost at every jug-
gle. Normally, the law of sup-
ply and demand regulates the

rice of a commodity. But 1t

as not been so since the begin-
ning of the war, because times
have not been normal.

One of the principal reasons
for existing high prices is the
fact that a commodity passes
through too many hands before
it reaches the consumer, and
most of these hands are experts
at the pleasing and Jucrative oc-
cupation of gouging, If public
officials had taken a firm stand
as seon as the gcuging com-
menced—if they had filled the
jails when the evil was in its
infancy, profiteering would never
have reached the girantic pro-
portions which now stagger the
country. But they didn’t, and
because of their laxity we are
paying the penalty today. Even
at this late day, if our public of-
ficials can be brought as a body
to a realization of their duty—if
they can be prodded into an en-
ergetic performance of their duty
—we may someday expect the
