Whoever, during the hours
of registration or revision of registra-
tiom, or during the hours of election or
canvass of votes, or making returns
thereof in any precinct, shall bring,
take, order or send into any place of
registration or revision of registration,
or of election, any distilled or spiritu-
ous liquors, wine, ale or beer, or shali
at any such time and place drink or
partake of such liquors, shall be guilty
of a misdemeanor, and shall upon con-
viction thereof, be fined not less than
ten ($10) dallars, nor more than one
($100) dollars.

AFFIDAVIT OF REMOVAL ACT, AND DEC-

LARATION OF INTENTION ACT.

According to the opinion of the At-
torney General of Maryland, these acts
do not apply to wemen who came into
the state prior to August 26, 1920 (the
date of the proclaiming of the 19th
Amendment.) According to the same
authority the Affidavit of Removal Act
will apply to all women who take up a
fixed abode outside of the State after
August 26, 1920, and the Declaration
of Intention Act will apply to all wo-
men whe come into the State after
August 26, 1920,
