Washington.—Harry S. McCartney,
Chicago attorney, carried to the Su
preme Court his efforts to compel Sec-
retary Colby to promulgate the joint
peace resolution passed by Congress
last May and vetoed by the President

trict of Columbia Court of Appeal:

CAPITAL
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Higher Pay For Lawmakers.
Annapolis.—

At the coming election voters will
be called upon to approve or reject
an amendment proposed to the state
Constitution to increase the pay of
members of the General Assembly.
The compensation fixed by the Con-
stitution, which was framed in 1867,
is $5 per diem with mileage and 325
for stationery and stamps. A mem-
ber from Garrett, the most distant
county from Annapolis, receives with
the mileage perquisite over $600 per
annum. All employes of the General
Agssembly, with the exception of the
desk clerks of the two houses, who
each receive $10 per diem during the
session and the presiding officers of
the two houses, who are paid $8 per
diem, the members, as stated, $5 a
day, which is insufficient to meet liv-
ing expenses at Annapolis, as mem-
bers during recent sessions can tes-
tify. |

The proposed amendment to the
Constitution provides that each mem-
ber, possibly women next, ‘‘shall re-
ceive a compensation of $300 per an-
num and $5 for every day he shall
attend the session.” As heretofore,
each member shall receive an allow-
ance for mileage not excceding 20
cents per mile. Under the proposad
amendment the compensation of each
of the presiding officers of the two
houses is increased from $8S to $10
per diem.

The father of the movement to in.
crease the pay of lawmakers is Sena-
tor George Arnold Frick, of Baltimore,
who at first proposed a salary of $10
per diem for each member of the two
houses. He started this movement on
the broad ground that larger salaries
would induce men of high standard to
seek election to the Senate and House,
In addition he declared that higher
compensation for senators and dele-
gates was in keeping with the nation-
wide tendency for higher salaries for
public and private employes, Before
starting the movement, which resulted
in the submission of the amendment to
popular vote, Mr. Frick gathered data
regarding the pay of lawmakers in
other states.

Business Basis For County.

- An efficient business administration
for Baltimore county which would last
during good behavior and not be
shaken at every election could be ob-
tained through the adoption of the pro
posed new charter, in the opinion of
Henry G. Shirley, a leader in the fight
for its adoption.

“The people are simply the stock:

holders of the county,” Mr. Shirley |
“The county council acts as the |

said.
executive board, the president of the
board as the head of the concern, and
the county manager has the same
functions and responsibilities as the
general manager. |

“Under the county manager are
three departments, the head of each
responsible to the manager. The De
partment of Public Works has tho
roads, water, sewerage system and all
other public construction work. The
Department of Public Finance has the
collection of taxes, the legal work,
loans and similar matters, The De
partment of Public Health and Safety
has the police force, the health offi
cers and other machinery for this
work.

“The chief objections urged against
the plan have been legal. It is said
that the County Commissioners will
continue to function, thus bringing
about a dual government. There is &
division of legal opinion on this, but
even if the legal objection is wvalid ]
am sure no County Commissioner
would try to retain his authority if
the new charter were adopted.

“Under the new form of government
the administrative expenses would be
slightly less than at present, but the
effectiveness would be greatly in
creased at once and would continue tc
increase. There are many laws on
the statute books which are ineffect
ively enforced, although the Commis
sioners do the best they can. Under
a business administration these laws
might have a chance of being en
forced.”

State Has One Auto Plant.

Although more than 150 different
makes of automobiles are manufac-
tured in the United States, Maryland
has but one company making ma-
chines. This company is located in
Hagerstown.

Michigan leads with 35 automobile
factories, Indiana is second, with 23:
Ohio, third, with 22, and New York
and Illinois fellow closely. There are
10 States in which only one automobile
factory is located, and four, including
Virginia, where two are operating.

Everything Should Be in Readi-
ness for Continuous Run
When Cutting Starts.

DENTED EARS ARE FAVORED

Short Lengths Mean Greater Space,
Less Air and Decreased Likeli-
hood of Spoiling—Apply Enough
Water to Moisten.

Silo filling is a hurry-up job in or
der to get all the growth possible and
to avoid frost. Consequently every-
thing should be made ready for a
continuous run when cutting starts.

The cutter should be put in first-
class shape, special attention being
given to the knives and knife heads.
An extra set of knives should be on
hand. The blower, fan and both
knives should run at the rated speed.
Poor joints and a leaky blower mean
more power and clogging. The cutter
bar should be in good condition and
the knives and bar properly adjusted
to each other. If any extras are like-
ly to be needed for the corn binder
they should be on hand.

To Make Best Silage.

Authorities agree that the nearer
ripe the corn is, if it contains enough
water to make good silage, the sweet-

PRINCIPAL SOURCES
OF LOSS IN MANURE

Plan to Avoid Leaching, Fermen-
tation and Scatterings.

Cost of Handling Is an Important
Point In Storing—Best to Leave
- Fertilizer Where Produced
Until Spread on Field.

The principal sources of loss In
plant food from manure are through
leaching, fermentation and scattering,
and If manure is to be stored, all
practical precautions should be taken
to keep down loss from any of these
agencies. An important point to con-
sider In storing manure is the cost eof
handling. Handling manure increases
the expense and at the same time
lowers the value of the manure since
the forking over of compacted manure
exposes it to the air and gives the

Is necessary to begin before the corn

Short-cut silage means greater silo
capacity, less air space, and If the
corn is a little dry, less likelihood of
spoiling. Short cutting, also, means
reduced capacity of the machine and
more power. If the stalks are coarse
and woody the waste is greater in
long-cut silage. In fine stalked corn
that is very green there is less dif-
ference between the long and shert
cut.

Water Is Essential.

When corn is very dry from being
overripe or frozen, it is often neces-
sary to apply water to the silage In
order to make it keep. Enough water
should be applied to moisten thor-
oughly the whole mass. There is little
danger of applying too much water.

USE LIME TO SWEETEN SOIL

Beneficial Effects Following Its Use
Have Not Been Appreciated
by Many Farmers.

Though lime is not a fertilizer, it s
a soll amendment, a material added
for its indirect effect upon important
plant foods in the soil, and if the
soil is in need of sweetening, its ef-
fect upon the growing crops will be
immediate and very beneficial.

The practice of applying lime in
some form has been foJlowed for a
long time, especially in Europe. The
bemeficial effects following its use
have been appreciated by farmers
since ancient times, but, strange to
say, in this country its need is not
generally realized to the extent It
should be, and in some sections it is
practically ignored.

| TO SUCCEED WITH PUREBREDS

Most Satisfactory and Economical
‘ Manner Is for Farmer to Pur-
chase Best Females.

The most economical and the most
satisfactory way for the average
farmer to start into purebreds is to
purchase good females to start with.
Care should be taken to see that they
are good. They should be healthy, of
the proper type, and either proven
producers or with proven ancestors. It
is better to have only one good cow
. thun several medium quality animals.
A comparatively small outlay is nz2c-
p8sary when starting in this manner,

best to leave manure undisturbed
where produced, so far as possible,
until it can be hauled to the field,
says F. L. Duley of the University of
Missouri, college of agriculture,
Where animals are confined in stalls
or covered feeding yards the manure
may be allowed to accumulate for
hauled out
only once or twice a year, with a com-
paratively small loss of plant food. If
plenty of bedding is used it will ab-

sorb the liquid manure and the tram-

pling of the animals will keep this com-
pact and moist so as to prevent much
of .the aerobic fermentation and con-
sequent loss of nitrogen. If manure
is left In the stall or feed vard where
it will be kept moist and thoroughly
tramped, so as to exclude the alir,
there is no better method of storing.
Since there is no leaching under these
conditions there will be practically no
loss of phosphorus or potash,
covered feed yard is extensively used
in some parts of the country, and de-
serves more attention in Missouri.

This method of handling manure is
advisable mainly where well-bedded
stalls are provided for horses, and in
cattle sheds or mule barns where the

animals run loose and the l:ran:lplllzlgI
. is more thorough.

PREPARE HOGS FOR SHIPPING

Animals Will Ride Easier on Empty
Stomachs—After Loading Soak
Well With Water.

The hogs should not be fed heavily
before loading, since they ride better
on an empty stomach. They should
not be put into the cars too long be-
fore the train leaves the loading sta-
tion, because they can stand the heat
much better in the pen than they can
in the car. They should be soaked
with cool water. If the owner accom-
panies the shipment he should see that
they are sprinkled en route. He should
also see that the hogs do not
crowd In the cars. At points where
the train stops it is advisable for him
to use a pole and keep the hogs on
thelr feet, to guard against others

crowding and smothering them.
