in 1916 it went Demeccratic with the
rest of the country, and this year, when
the Republicans promise to sweep the
country by an unprecedented vote,
Maryland, [ am confident, will go for
Senator Harding by a big majority.”’

Perhaps the most noticeable feature
of the meeting was the address of Miss |
Margaret Wolfson. Miss Woifson is a |
Louisiana girl, has traveled all ovar the
world, and whose legal residence is now
in the Philippine Island. She said, she
was a Democret until eight years ago,
when the attitude of the Wilson Ad-
miuistration toward the Philipines made
her change her political beliefs. In her
speech she severely criticized the Dem-
ocratic Administration in the Philipine
Islands. ‘‘Under the blighting hands|
of the Democratic Administration of
Islands,’’ she said, ‘‘a wreck and a ruin
has been left. The schoois, which were
doing such a splendid woik, are now
inadequate, the rcads are going to
pieces, epidemics among men and ani-
ma!s are coming back, the judiciary is
losing the respect of the people, and
things generally are becoming demor-
alized.”” Miss Wolfson during the war |
served with the Red Cross and she told
of some of her experiences in France, |
and said the cred:t for what the Amer-
icans did in the war belonged to the
men who fought and not to the Demo-
cratic Adminmistration: that President
Wilson had failed miserably; that he
had failed (o grasp his great opportu-
-+ pity, and that now he and America are
mistrusted in France.

Hon. Sydney £ Mudd, candidate for
Congress from the 5th Maryland Dis-
trict, comprising the Southern Mary-
land counties and a few precincts of
Baltimore city, appeared as the next
speaker. He was in his usually affable
spirit and presented the issues of the
campaign in a forcible and convincing
manner.
