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Decides Against New Bids,
Annapolis.—

Except for the work already under
way and that on contracts recently let,
there will be no more State road con-
struction in Maryland until after Jan-
uary 1, with the possible exception of
gravel roads in Southern Maryland.

This was announced as the definite
policy of the commission, the reason
given being the excessive costs of
cement and other materials. The aver-
age cost of roads last year was $30,000
a mile, while the average bid by con-
tractors this vear is $45,000 a mile, an
increase of 50 per cent., due almost
entirely to the cost of material.

That this is the fact is shown by the
last contract given by the commission,
the Morganza-Colton road, in St
Mary’s county, which is to be of sand,
clay and gravel, and for which the
low bid was $70,429, or $14,953 per
mile.

This was a lower unit price than
given on any road of similar construc-
tion in the last two years, according
to Chief Engineer Mackall. The ma-
terial is of local production, the chief
element of cost being labor. In con-
trast with this bid is that given some
time ago for the Morantown-Allegany
road, in Allegany county, of nearly
$56,000 a mile.

- In announcing the policy of the
board, Governor Ritchie made the fol-
lowing statement:

The State Roads Commission con-
gsidered a number of bids for concrete
road construction. Nearly all were for
more than $40.000 per mile and one
as high as $55,000. Such unprecedent-
ed prices were not and could not have
been anticipated when our present
road financing was planned and the
prices are prohibitive,

They are chiefly due to the extreme-
ly high cost of cement, stone, gravel
and sand. The commission, therefore,
has rejected all these bids and will
readvertise about January 1, 1921, by
which time it is hoped conditions will
have greatly improved.

Big Gain In Motor Licenses.

The report of Automobile Commis-
sioner Baughman for the fiscal year
ended May 20, 1920, shows a substan-
tial increase in receipts, as compared
with the previous fiscal year, and a
decrease in expenses. The gross re-
ceipts were $2,051,135.07, which was
an increase of $360,441.64, or 21.5 per
cent.
as compared with $168,626.99 in the
previous year, a saving of $5,209.21.

Mr. Baughman also reported that
while the total number of licenses of
all kinds issued during the year was
218,315, which was an increase of 37.6
per cent. over the previous year, the
pumber of deaths resulting from auto-
mobile accidents decreased. There
were 151 such deaths in the last fiscal
vear, which was 52 less than in the
previous year.

Speakiny of the increase in motor
traffic in the State, Mr. Baughman
gaid in his letter to the Governor,
transmitting the report:

“The post-war conditions are well
known to you, and the increased prices
of motor vehicles and the correspond-
ing increase in the cost of mainte-
nance, instead of reducing the num-
has had very
little influence on the percentage of
increase. This is no doubt due to
the prosperity of the rural sections of
the State and the high scale of wages
for the laboring man.

“Part of the increase is also at-
tribuable t6 the growing use of the
motortruck as a means of transpor-
tation. The railroad situation has
necessitated the employment of large
fleets of motortrucks by various cor-
porations in order to move perishable
and essential products from one city
to another. In fact, the number of
motortrucks which are now using our
highways, primarily designed for only
light passenger car trafiic, is a seri-
ous problem.

“Many of our main arteries are
greatly congested by the motortrucks
which necessarily, due to their con-
struction, must move at a lower rate
of speed than other traffic. In fact.
on many of our main highways traffic
Is becoming so congested that one is
forced to move at a lower rate of
speed than is necessary to comply
with our State speed law.”

The Mayor will ask the people to
decorate tkeir homes and business
places. Henry G. Perring. Chief En-
gineer of Baltimore, plans to have the
changes In City Hall Square com-
pleted for the celebration.

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BIG FACTORS IN

TRAINING COLTS |

Future Value and Usefulness De-
pend Greatly on Manage-
ment While Young.

FIRST GET HIS ATTENTION

Education of Horse Is Based on Re-
ward and Punishment—Many Ani.
mals Made Vicious and Unreli-
able by Carelessness.

The breaking and training of colts is
«f prime Importance, because their fu-
ture value and usefulness depend to a
great extent on whether or not they
are well broken. By a broken colt is
meant one that is safe to handle in the
stable or on the road and that will
promptly obey the orders of the driver
or rider.

Memory and habit are thé two main

factors with which we have to deal in
training horses. A horse acts through

instinct and habk!t, and one of its great- ||

est characteristics is uniformity of
conduct. What a horse is once trained
to do he will nearly always do under
like conditions.

Education of Horse.

The first thing In training a horse 1s
to get his attention. The second is to

‘make him understand what is wanted.
| The education of the horse is based

on reward and purishment. The re-
ward, a pat on the neck, ete., should
immediately follow the act of obedi-
ence. The punishment, to be effective,
must immediately follow the act of
disobedience. -

Few horses are inherently vicious.
Many horses are made vicious and un-
reliable by the carelessness or unnec-
essary brutality of their trainers. If
a horse kicks because the harness
hurts him, or shies at something of
which he is afraid, punishment is not
justifiable. If, however, after being
stopped, a horse starts gpefore receiv-
ing the command to do so, he should
be punished. Horses are naturally
obedient, and when thoroughly trained
their conduct is uniformly good.

Best Training of Horse.

A horse should be trained so that he
thinks there is no limit to his power to
do the things required of him, and be-
lieves that he has no power to do that
which is against the wishes of his
driver. Above all, never ask of a

form and then punish him because it
cannot be done. If during the first vear
of his work a colt is hitched only to

All horses cannot be treated alike.
A high-strung, sensitive horse must be
treated gently, the dullard sharply.
T'he same force applied to the sensli-

tive horse that is necessary to make |

the dullard act would be likely to
cause the high-strung horse to rebel,
while gentleness would obtain obedi-
ence.

To train horses successfully a man
needs to exercise great patience, gen-
tleness and firmness. If you are train-
ing a horse and lose your temper, you
had better put the horse into the sta-
ble until the next day, for further
work at this time will be worse than
useless and may undo the work al-
ready done. |

| MOST EFFECTIVE WAY
TO CCNTROL INSECTS

Fall Plowing Is Easiest and
Cheapest Method.

Better to Pm\;ent Outbreak of Pests
Than to Stamp Out Infestation
Once It Is Established—Bugs
Exposed to Sun.

Fall plowing is the most universally
effective way of controlling the insect
pests that annually cause great losses
to the grain farmer. It is much easier
and cheaper, says the bureau of ento-
molegy. United States department of

Fail Plowing Breaks Up Soil and Ex-
poses Many Insects to Sun and Air.

agriculture, to prevent an insect out-
break in this manner than it is to
stamp out the infestation once it is ful-
ly developed. - The Hessian fly, so de-
structive to wheat, is one of the in-
sects that can hardly be eradicated
once it is established in the crop. Fall
plowing is recommended because it
breaks up the soil and destroys the
grubs and pupae of many insects by
exposing them to the sun and air.
Farmers’' Bulletin 835, prepared by
the bureau of entomology, tells how
to control the most common and dan-
gerous of the grain farmer’'s insect
enemies. It gives briefly the life his-
tories of the Hessian fly, army worm,
cutworms, grasshoppers, white grubs,
billbugs, corn-root aphis and wire-
worms, with authoritative data de-
scribing the characteristics of each
pest and the best practical remedies
for control. The bureau advises the

' grain farmer to plow in the fall, if pos-
. sible; to keep a supply of insecticides
and a spraying outfit on hand;

to
watch the crops carefully for an out-

- break, and to report all outbreaks to

the county farm adviser, or direet to
the bureau of entomologzy, United
States department of agriculture.

BALING MACHINE IS USEFUL
