Pheasants Are Thriving Here.
Annanolis—

E. Lee LeCompte, state game war-
den, is in receipt of reports from his
deputies in the several counties that
the thousands or mere pheasants dis-
ributed by them are thriving on
Maryland soil. According to reports
they are taking to the woods. It 18
also said that they are on friendly
terms with partridges. The pheas-
ant is a pugnacious bird. It had not
been expected that he would associate
with the native birds. Mr. LeCompte
reports that the elimination of wood-
land and sage fields is detrimental to
the life of game birds. At the same
time he says that reports show an in-
crease in wild birds.

Mr. Le Compte's chief deputy,
Charles F. C. Smith, is displaying ac-
tivity in enforcing the fish laws. Said
Mr. Smith:

We are blessed with one of the
largest and greatest bodies of water
of the world—the Chesapeake DBay
Its production is
countless in value, and yet we have
among our midst so many who show
little if any appreciation for the great

| gift which we possess.

We have an element which finds
great sport in the game and they
want the laws upheld, and they are
alwayvs ready and willing to co-oper
ate with the state game department,
in enforcing the laws. That clement
is the useful element which gets
much pleasure out of the game with
a clean conscience.

Then again we have another ele-
ment which has no regard for the
laws, and no respect for themselves.
I refer to that class who would hook
a fish two inches long and put it into
their basket rather than throw it
| back into the water and thereby con-
form with the law. That is the ele-
ment we must watch, and those liitle
fish are going to cause a big fine to
be imposed on some of the would-be
This same element engage
themselves at times by hauling seines
in violation of the law. They empty
their seines on the beach, pick out the

| large fish and leave the small oaes

there to die. And sooner or
they are going to pay for this.

Then again we have an element
which takes the privilege of gunning
without a license, which cost them
only $5.10 for a state-wide license,
and, rather than to pay this small
cost, they take the chance of being
arrested, which means a fine ef $1,5¢0
and costs. This element is termed
the cheap element, and it is time f{or
such an element to sit up and take
notice, that if they want to enjoy
the priyilege, it will be necessary for
them to comply with the law. State
Game Warden E. LeCompte is. fully
determined to break up this practice,
by having the force of local deputy
game wardens increased, and Chief
Deputy Warden Charles F. Smith will
be on the job in every instance with
nis force of deputies to see that the

violators are punished to the full ex-
tent of the law.

Investigations Conducted in Ne-
‘braska Show Wide Varia-
tion in Figures.

FEEDING PERILOUS VENTURE

8uying Right and Selling Right Are |
Controlling Factors—Some Farm-

restigations conducted by the l'nltﬂd'

States department of agriculture in |
so-operation with the University of
Nebraska in parts of Nebraska during
the past two years, the average cost
»f corn-fed cattle laid down at mar-
ket was £14.91 per hundredweight for
2293 head fed in the winter of 1918-
19,
study during the winter of 1919-20,
and an average of $13.39 for an addi-
tional 795 cattle upon which detailed
~ost figures were secured during the
same winter. The costs upon some
iroves were found to vary widely from
these average flgures, with the major
portion going to market the first win-
ter (1018-19) carrying an expense bill
of from £13 to $18 a hundredweight,
while in 1019-20 the costs of most of
the cattle were between $11 and $17.

| The facts thus far brought out by the

Investigation would indicate that dur-
iIng the past two years, in the district
covered by the survey, cattle feeding
was a precarious venture, more likely
to be unprofitable than not. There
was an average loss per head of $3.17
n the cattle for which records were
obtained in 1918-19, and of $10.69 and

| #14.57 on two groups for which rec-

ords were obtained In 1919-20.

These figures are the results of the
first two years’ work of a five-year
study of the basic factors of the cost
of fattening cattle, which is being con-
ducted in Nebraska by the office of
farm management and farm econom-

Feeding Plays Minor Part.

The greater part of the Nebraska
cattle covered in the survey work of
1918-19 made their gains at a cost of
from 20 to 35 cents per pound, with
extremes ranging from 12 to 48 cents,
while of the cattle covered the next
vear the greater part made their cains
at from 15 to 35 cents per poumd, with
an extreme range of from 8 to 53
cents. While economical feeding Is
shown to be the major factor in the
cost of fattening after the steer Is
bought, the investigation substantiates
the fact fhat feeding usually plays a
minor part in determining profit or
loss, and that buying right and sell-
Ing right are more oiten the control-
ling factors.

The cattle in question were bought
at about the same figures in both years
of the investigation. In 1918-19 three
of the droves were bought at between
&6 and $7, but most of the cattle cov-
ered in the study went into the lot at
between 88 and $£12. Of the 21 droves
covered by the detailed cost-account-
ing method, 11 cost between $10 and
$11. The weight of the feeders varied
rather widely, averaging about 750
pounds with but few over 1,000 pounds
or under 500,

Feed. the most important factor of
the cost of fattening the steer after
purchase, was found to constitute
from 75 to 90 per cent of all the ex-
pense involved in handling the’steers
after being put on feed.

Wide Variation in Cost Factors.

The wide variation in the factors
affecting cost wds reflected in equally
wide variation in the total cost of the
fAnished cattle. During both of the
vears of the study the cost of the cat-
tle covered in the surveys ranged from
about $8 to £22 per hundred fattened,

and for 18190-20, $13.83. The droves
covered by the cost-accounting method
cshowed a much narrower ranze,
$10 to $18 with an average of $13.39.

The financial return varied widely,
ranging from $£50 profit or more per
head, reported for 40 head in 1918-1J,
to 830 or more per head loss, reported
for 155 head in 1918-19 and for over
200 head In 1919-29, As has been
gtated above, on the average there was
a loss incurred in handling cattle each
vear, reaching 31407 per head as the
average loss of the 795 cattle on the
detailed route in 1919-20. However, a

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| SHRINKAGE OF GOOD
HAY DOES NO INJURY

Loss of Water Does Not Affect
Feeding Value.

Properly Cured Product Has Bright,
Natural Green Color—Information
Soon to Be Given Out by De-
partment of Agriculture,

Shrinkage occurring in good market
hay is due almost entirely to a loss of

| water, w hich bhas no feeding value, say

specialists of the United States bureau
of markets. Such shrinkage seldom

Loss of Water Causes Shrinkage In
Weight of ‘Hay, but Does Not In-
jure Feeding Value.

causes an actual money loss to the
farmer, because any loss in weight in
baled hay is borne by the shipper, who
usually receives the hay as soon as it
is baled.

If the shipper stores baled hay for
speculation, there often will be a
money loss caused by shrinkage, be-
cause he has purchased an excess
amount of water.

There is practically no loss of dry
matter in market hay that has been
properly cured. Proper curing is indl-
cated by a bright, natural green color.
Improperly cured hay may lose dry
matter, but such hay is not in demand
in any of the terminal markets.

The water conteni of hay at differ-
ent periods of curing and storage,
methods of making hay to prevent ex-
cessive shrinkage In storage, methods
of determining shrinkage on individual
farms, and other general shrinkage in-
formation of interest to all agencies
engaged in the production and market-
