15. The General Assembly may con-
tinue its session so long as in its judg-
ment the public interest may require
for a period not longer than ninety
'days: and each member thereof shall
receive a compensation of three hun-
dred dollars per annum and five dollars
per diem for every day he shall attend
!the session, but not for such days as he

may be absent, unless absent on ac
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count of sickness or by leave of the
House of which he {s = member and he
shall also receive guzi wiieage a8 muy
ia allowed by law, nat excecding twenly
cents per mile; and the presiding o8icer
1?f each Houge sha!l receive an addl-
'ijonal compensation of five dollars per

|diem. 'When the General Assembly

shall be convinced by prociamation of
he Governor, the seseion shall not con-
tinue longer than thirty days, and in
such case the compensation shall be
the same as herein preseribed.

SECTION 2. And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid, That sald
aforegoing section hereby proposed as
an amendment to the Constitution of
the State of Maryland shall, at the next
general election for Members of Con-
gress held in this State, be submitted
to the legal and qualfied voters of the
State, for their adoption or rejection,
in pursuance of the directions con-
tained in Article XIV of the Constitus.
tion of the State of Maryland, and at
the said general election the vote on
the said proposed amendment to the
Constitution shall be by ballot, and
upon each ballot there shall be printed
the words “For the <Constitutional
Amendment,” and “Against the Consti.
tutional Amendment,” as now provided
by law, and immediately after sald
election due returns shall be made to
the Governor of the vote for and
against said proposed amendment as
directed by said Fourteen Article of
the Constitution, and further proceed-
Ings had in accordance with said Ar-
ticle Fourteen.

CHAPTER 665.

AN ACT to amend Section 37 of Article
4, title "Judiciary Department,” of
the Constitution of this State, and to
provide for the submission of said
amendment to the qualified voters of
this State for adoption or rejection.
SectioN 1. Be it enacted by the Gen-

eral Assembdly of Maryland, (threefifths

of all members of each of the two
houses concurring), That the following
section be, and the same is, hereby pro-

posed as an amendment to Section 37,

of Article 4, title “Judiciary Depart-

ment,” of the Constitution of this State,
and if adopted by the legal qualified
voters thereof, as herein provided, said
section shall supersede and stand in
the place and in stead of Section 37 of
sald Article 4 of the Constitution of

Maryland.

Sec. 37. There shall be a Clerk of
each of the sald Courts of Baltimore
City, except the Supreme Bench, who
shall be e¢lected by the legal and qual-
Ifled voters of said eity at the election
to be held in said city on the Tuesday
next after the first Monday of Novem-
ber, in the year eighteen hundred and
sixty-seven, and shall hold his office for
8ix years from the time of his election,
and until his successor is elected and
qualified, and to be re-eligible thereto,
subject to be removed for williful ne-
glect of duty or other misdeamor in
office, on conviction in a Court of Law.
The salary of each of the said Clerks
shall be forty-five hundred dollars a
year, payable only out of the fees and
receipts collected by the Clerks of said
city, and they shalf be entitled to no
other perquisites o¥ compensation. In
case of a vacancy in{he office of Clerk
of any of sald Cqurts, the JIudges of
said Supreme Benich of Baltimore City
shall have power to fill such vacaney
until the general election of Delegates
to the General Assembly to be held
next thereafter, when a Clerk of said
Court shall be elected to serve for six
years thereafter; and the provisions of
this Article in relation to the appoint-
ment of Deputies by the Clerks of the

Cireuft Courts in the counties ghall
apply to the Clerks of the Courtd in
Baltimore City.

8x0. 2. And be it further engoted by
the Authority aforesaid, That the said
foregoing section hereby proposed as
an amendment to the <Coastitution
shall, at the next election for mem-
bers of Congress to be held on the
Tuesday next after the first Monéay
in the month of November, nineteen
hundred and twenty (1920), be sub-
mitted to the legal and qualified voters
thereof for their adoption or rejection,
in pursuance of the direction contained
in Article 14 of the Constitution of this
State; and at the said eleotion the vote
on sald proposed amendment to the
Constitution shall be by ballot, and
upon each ballot there shall be written
or printed the words “Feor Constitu-
tional Amendment” and “Against Con-
stitutional Amendment,” as now pro-

vided by law, and immediately after
said election due returns shall be made
to the Governor of the vote for and

against sald proposed amendment, as

directed by the sald Article 14 of the
sald Constitution.

SEC. 110. Whoever, during the hours
of registration or revision of registra-
tion, or during the hours of election or
canvass of votes, or making returns
thereof in any precinct, shall bring,
take, order or send into any place of
registiation or revision of registration,
or of election, any distilled or spiritu-
ous liquors, wine, ale or beer, or shall
at ani such time and place drink or
partake of such liquors. shall be guilty
of a misdemeanor, and shall upon con-
viction thereof, be fined not less than

ten ($10) dollars, nor more than one
