He
said that if it were not for the Asso-
ciation, the market would be so weak
that the farmer would be receiving
only from about 15 to 18 cents per
pound for his tobacco, and that if with
only fifty per cent of the product in
the hands of the Association that much
could be accomplished, eighty per cent
would enable them to hoid and secure
fair and remunerative prices for their
crops, as the producer would set the
producer would set the price and not
the buyver as is the case under the pres-
ent commission system. He read the
