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Tobacco Legislation.

Two bills enacted by the General As-
sembly of Maryland at the session of
1920 are of importance to tobacco

wers and dealers in tobacco in the

tate of Marylard. .

One of these laws, known as Chapter
262 of the Code of Public General Laws,
requires that in every case where leaf
tobacco shall be bought from a grower,
country or transfer buyer in the State
of Maryland, and the same shall there-
after be rescld, thansferred or disposed
of therwise than by sale upon or through
the Baltimore market, it shall be the
duty of said buyer of said tobacco with-
in thirty days after any such resale,
transfar or disposition of such tobacco,
to report the transaction to the Mary-
land State Board of Agriculture.

The other law recently enacted, Chap-
ter 435, rzaquires that every person,
firm or corporation, engaged regulariy
in the business of selling leaf tobacco
on or through the Baltimore market,
either for the account of the grower,
owner or other principal, or for his, its
or their own account, shall keep a cor-
rect sccount. upon a form to be pre-
scribed by the Maryland State Board of
Agriculture, of the number of hogs-
heads and total pounds of leaf tobacco
sold daily by sach person, firm or cor-

ration, and that said account verified
r oath shall on or before the fifth day
o{ each succeeding month be returned
or delivered to the Executive Officer of
the Maryland State Board of Agricul-
ture:

These monthly reports must show
the dverage price received for ‘‘South-
arn Maryland Tobacco’’, ““lip Country
Tobacco’ and ‘“Tobaeco Produced Out-
side of Maryland,’’ and must state first,
the number of pounds sold for produc-
ers, first hand; second the number of
pounds sold for deolers, and third, the
numoer of pounds bought for the ac-
- eount of the firm making the report, or
for the account of some other firm or
corporation engaged in sellihg leaf to-
bacco.
