well as vegetables. As is pointed out
by the gentlemen in charge of these
exhibits, and quite evident to all, the
possibilities of growing vegetables and
egrain such as are shown can only exist
where conditions such as have been
mentioned exist.

In speaking of eating fresh straw-
berrles and green corn in the middle
of October I should not fail to refer
to the beautiful bouquets that adorned
the table, the sideboard, the window
gills, and almost every other available
vacant place in the room. Flowers!—
there were asters, phlox, gladioli, peo-
nies, poppies, and I can’'t remember
the names of them all, but they were
there. Taken right from the garden,
having a fragrance that gave the room
tropical colors, and filled it with mar-
velously delightful perfumes.
