Road Damaged
By Levee Break At
(Jhesap(_:ake City

Farthen Wall Gives Way
And Water Rushes
Over Wide Area

NOTHING SERIOUS
SAYS ENGINEER

The breaking of an earth levee near
Chesapeake City Tuesday evening about
7:15 washed out about 350 feet of the
Chesapeake City-Bethel concretg road,
flooded several acres of ground and
wrecked the telephone line that ran par-
allel with the highway. The levee,
built by PWA workers in connection
with the dredging of the Chesapeake
and Delaware Canal, was 200 feet long
and twenty feet high, and gave way it
is presumed because of thawing ground
and the high pressure of the water.

The levee is an artificial bank some
distance from the canal and was used
to Impound water and mud from the
canal to allow the mud to settle. The
levee held the backed up mud so that
the water could be sluiced off. The
pond contained thousands of gallons of
liquid mud which had risen to a height
of eight feet behind the twenty-foot
earthen wall. At the time of the cave-
in, the dredge Baltimore was pumping
into the pond through a 2,000 foot pipe-
line.
