Old rugs which have not worn thru
or frayed at the edges but have become
dingy with age and long use can be
brichtened up wonderfully by brushing
into them a colorful dye. Try your
hand at dying a small bath mat or scat-
ter rug before attempting to dye a large
rug. First, of course, the rug to be
dyed must be thoroughly cleaned. Be-
gin by going over it with the vacuum
cleaner or a good brush. If additional

cleaning is necessary the rug may be
given a soap shampoo or gone over with
some good dry cleaning preparation.
When the rug is nearly dry prepare the

dye according to directions given on

the package. Most dyes for this pur-
pose should be used when hot and
should be brushed on with a stiff-bris-
tled brush.
