Outbreak Expected

“Concerning the general Japanese
heetle situation in the county,” said Mr.
Miller, “I will say we had a severe out-
break in Elkton and vicinity last year
and many flowers, ornamentals, fruit
trees and grape vines were defoliated,
and during the coming season we an-
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‘ticipate an outbreak even more serious

than the one that occurred last year.”
Mr. Miller also stated that his office, In
cooperation with the entomologists at

‘the University of Maryland, is now
‘planning a program to aid the people of

the county to fight the beetles.
Sprays Suggested

“With us,” Mr. Miller said, “the beetle
is a new pest and is proving itself a
serious one, and from all indications it

is going to bring about many changes
'in agriculture and gardening as it iIs

practiced in the county today.” This
meant, he stated, that it is going to be
necessary for the people to adjust their
agriculture and gardening to meet the

pest. ‘We are now advising garden

clubs and local people of the necessity
of planting, when possible and practical,
