As a rule, leaves manufacture from |
ten to twenty per cent more food in the
morning than they do in the afternoon,!
providing the morning hours are clear.,
This difference is especially noticeable
on hot days when the sun is shining
brightly. During such periods water is
lost more rapidly from the leaf than it
can be stored. |

Apple leaves are likely to be more
active during the relatively cool days of
early spring and late fall than during
the very hot days of midsummer, While
the high temperature in itself may be
injurious to the leaf tissues, it probably !
exerts its greatest influence through its
effect on transpiration. The loss of wa-
ter from the leaf on cool days is only a
small fraction of that lost when the at-
mosphere shows a high evaporating
power. !

The use of artificial lighting to in-
crease fall and winter egg production
has become a well-established practice
among experienced poultrymen. How-]
ever, artificial lighting adds complica-
tions to successful management of a lay-|
ing flock and usually should not be un- ..
dertaken by a beginner until after mas-
tering the more fundamental factors of
management, according to Wade H. Rice,
poultry specialist for the University of
Marvland Extension Service.
