River Indian Reserva-
Circus Park four miles
south Route 40, was the
scene of the first Indian ceremonial last
Sunday 1o be held in this section of the
country in a cenlury or more. Ten dif-
ferent tribes participated in one of the
most colorful ceremonies in the Indian
nation when Chief Blow Snake, who is
the chieftain of all the Winnebagoes
nation, acted as master of ceremonies
as he welcomed his son, White Wing,
into his twentieth vear on earth and
took him into his ribe as a full fledged
warrior,

The ceremony opened with a big feast
held Iin the Stomp Ring on the reser-
vation and was followed by offerings by’
each tribe represented at the Elk River
Reservationt, accompanied by their re-
spective songs and dances. Some of |
the offerings White Wing received were!
given spiritually but were considered
by him as very valuable. '_

His mother, Blue Sky, presented him
with a new war club, and Chief Walk- |
ing With The Wind, of the Menominee
Tribe, gave him the blessing of his
people and offered him a membership |
in the secret order of his tribe: his
squaw, Stands On A Cloud, gave him a
new pair of beaded mocecasins and her |
best wishes; Rain On The Roof and hisT
squaw, Blue Cloud and tbeir first born,
girl, gave him the blessing of their
tribe; the Sacs and Foxes from lowa
gave him a blanket and a Potawatomee |
Indian from Kansas gave him a new
hoop %0 use in his hoop dance: Chief;
White Eagle of the Chippewaee tribe
gave him a bow and fox quiver of ar-
rows, and Brown Eagle made him a war
drum and stick; Lone Star, the only
Cherokee on the reservation gave him
a hand-made silver buckle. Following
the offerings they held a friendship
dance and all the tribes participated to
show their everlasting good will.
