William Penn.

General Howe left a small garrison at
Head of Elk. when he moved on 10
Gray's Hill, to keep open his line of
communications with his fleet n Elk
River. He raided the countryside for
cattle. horses, and other supplies. While
in the village he also wrote one€ of his
famous “Declaration of Amnesty 0 all
who would remain loyal to the British
Crown.”

Colonel Hollingsworth saw acuve ser- |

Just be-
fore the Battle of Brandywine he was
badly wounded in the throat. while re-
connoitering near Head of Elk. He was
taken to his headguarters near Wilming-
ton. where he received a visit from
General Washington.

[t ic interesting to note thatl Cuiun:ul
Hollingsworth's firstl commission, in
1776, was signed by Mathew Tilghman,
President of the Council of Safety for
Marvland. In 1781 by Thomas Sim Lee,

the second Governor of Revolutionary

Maryland.
The war finally ended, Colonel Hol-

lingsworth, who had been a depu‘_ty
from Cecil County, at Annapolis In
1776. was again sent W Annapolis in
1788. He was actively interested in the
future of the town and, with his broth-
ers. Zebulon and Jacob, was said to
have mfluenced the decision of bring-
ing the County Seat to Head of Elk. He
also aided in having an Almshouse built
in the County and sold them the land
for the house and farm.

His most outstanding peace-time Ser-
vice to Cecil County, and one for which
he should be gratefully remembered,
was donating an acre of land from his
plantation, near the heart of Elkton,
for a school, and aiding with its build-
ing. This became our Elkton Academy
and was the first school for “higher edu-
cation” in Elkton . _ It is interesting

There were several skirmishes but with-
out loss to the American Army, ‘the en-
emyv being completely routed and pris-
oners and much booty taken.

“In the memorable winter at Valley
Forge when the Board of War and Gen-
eral Washington again appealed to Col.
Hollingsworth, acquainting him with the
distressed state of the army for provi-
sions and forage, entreating him ‘for
immediate assistance and execution at
any cost by all means in his powers.’
By superhuman effort with existing ur-
gencies, and hampered by the uncer-
tain progress of the transportation of
those early days, Colonel Hollingsworth
‘hastened on to the army temporary re-
lief* which had so good moral effect he
soon received, as many time previously,
‘the personal thanks and acknowledge-
ment of His Excellency with the further
commands.’ from this time on and even
after the cessation of hostilities Colonel
Hollingsworth continued to furnish con-
stant supplies at this point, which obli-
gation added to his already. manifold
duties elsewhere according to his jour-
nal still extant .was of no small con-
sideration.”

Colonel Hollingsworth, having never
fullv recovered from his wound, re-
ceived near Head of Elk, was finally
permitted to retire from active military
service and was appointed, in 1777,
Commissioner or general agent for the
Continental Congress and also for the
State of Maryland, his district including
the Eastern Shore and part of Harford
county. His supplies were shipped to
Washington at Valley Forge and to the
army all throughout the central region
of military activities.

From his diary, from which we quote,
we find: “On fifth of March received a

One remembers that Zebulon Hol-
lingsworth Jr. and his sons were e€s-,

purchased an additional ten acres of
and on each side of the Little Elk, just
above Marley .for the new company.

During 1781 Head of Elk saw the ar- |

mies of ., Washington, Lafayette, and
Rochambeau. The days brought Lin-
coln and Hand. Major-General, Baron
Viomevil: Brigadier-General Chatelux,
and many other famous American and
French officers.

Lafayvette, who was often in the Head
of Elk, staved here for several days In
March 1781, waiting for transportation
for his troops. He was on his way 1o
capture the traitor Benedict Arnold, but
was recalled by Washington. In Apri
he was again awaiting transportation,
but. too anxious to wait longer he fin-
ally went by land to Baltimore. This
was the time he made his famous plea,
at the ball given for him in Baltimore,
for his ragged, war-worn soldiers that
turned the assembly room the follow-
ing day into a sewing circle and a sup-

ply room for those who would cloth

and feed his men.

In September 1781 General Washing-

ton with the French and the American
Armies passed through the Head of Elk
on their way to Yorktown. These were
ztrenuous days® for Colonel Hollings-
worth. and his aids, as on him rested the
responsibility for _moving troops, artil-
lery,
those in the “village of Elk,” with
French and American soldiers every
where. Ragged, war-worn soldiers, but,
marching onward to face, and conquer,
last, an invading foe,.

Not only the army supplies fell to
Colonel Hollingsworth’s care but, when
the Legislature passed the Confiscation
Act, 1780, he was placed in charge
of the committee for Cecil County. He
was also a member of the committee
that in 1781 issued Bills of Credit and
