‘what kinds of meat they may serve

|their young children.
+ Like all people with healthy ap-

petites children relish the flavor of

‘'meat. This enthusiastic response of
the young child to meat flavor is to

be expected for meats have the

‘highest appetizing qualities of any

single food.
Far from being barmful in the

young child’s diet, meat is consid-

ered an essential by the present

day medical and nutrition world.

Bacon is allowed in the diet of very
young children because of its ap-
petizing qualities and its highly di-
gestible fat. Chopped lean beef and
liver are next to enter the child’s
diet and may be served once a
day from toddling age on. Any well
prepared lean meat, such as chick-

en, lamb, beef or veal, prepared by

broiling, roasting or simmering are
suitable for the pre-school young-
ster.

Dried beef is another cured lean
meat which has a valued place in
the child's mepu. Give it variety by
serving it in sandwiches or mixed
with scrambled eggs. Creamed
dried beef is always in order and
should be served not over toast but
with toast points which the child
can pick up in his hands and eat.

All these provide the essential
proteins for adequate growth re-
quirements and the building up of
new tissue, besides the invaluable
iron so essential to the blood.
Heart, liver sweet breads and kid-
ney are doubly valuable because
they supply not only those good
proteins but valuable vitamins and
an extra supply of iron.

In cooking any of these lean
meats for children—be sure tc
cook them lightly and season them
lightly as well. A very little salt
is all that is necessary.

ELICIOUS ham dinners need

not end with one repast. Un-
less the family is large or the ham
small., there will be several pounds
of cooked meat to be used as a
basis for later feasts.

As soon as the baked ham comes
back to the kitchen, and before it
has the least chance to dry out,
tut off the ragged pieces left
around the bone and cut meat from
the shank bone. Put it in a covered
refrigerator dish or wrap it in oiled
paper to keep it moist and fresh
until it is to be used. These are
some of the choicest bits of meat,
tender and juicy, but they dry out
quickly if not cared for.

T'he large, uncut butt end of ham
which may be left will yield some
whole slices for cold plate service
or for reheating in fruit sauce.

In reheating any meat, the most
important caution is this—"keep
the meat protected from drying.”
This is simple enough. Instead of
reheating slices of baked ham by
frying them and drying them out,
try reheating them in a delicious
raisin or pineapple sauce just long
anough to heat them through.

With zmaller, unslireab's gecen

of meat, grind them for souflies,
sandwich fillings or omelets, or cut
them fine for salads, casserole dish-
es or creamed mixtures. By tucking
them carefully between layers of
macaroni, bread crumbs or noodles,
or mixing them into sauce to be
heated over a double boiler, you
have eliminated any chance of ov-
er cooking or drying out the meat.
Marie Gifford, Armour Food Econ-
omist, also suggests a Ham Pie
with Biscuit Crust. Here is her
recipe:

Mix 2 cups of chopped left-over
ham with 2 cups of rich white
sauce, 1 cup fresh cooked peas and
1, green pepper chopped. Season
well with pepper and a little salt
and place in a buttered baking dish.

Make a rich biscuit dough by
gifting 2 cups flour with 4 tea-
spoons baking powder and 3 tea-
spoon salt, cutting in 4 tablespoons
Star Lard and then adding 35 cup
milk to make a soft dough. Pat out
on a floured board amd cut iIn
squares or circles. Place close to-
gether over the ham mixture.
Sprinkle with paprika and bake for
20 minutes n » 480" ¥. ovea.
