Maryvland State Farm Bureau Associa-
tion. died from a heart attack Tuesday
night at his home in Massey. He was
nrobably one of the best known farm
leaders on the Delmarva Peninsula. .

Mr. Massey gave up the presidency
of the county farm bureau the first part
of the year because of ill health. He
not onlvy took active part in securing
legislation benefiting farmers but was'
the pioneer in securing a million dollar,
road building program for Kent County.
