Salmon In Aspic

Chill a pound can of salmon steak,
smove from the can and drain. Soak

3 tablespoons plain gelatin in 1-2 cup

cold water for 10 minutes. Stir into
from the salmon, 1-4 cup lemon juice,

teaspoon salt, 1-8 teaspoon pepper, 1
teaspoon sugar. 1 teaspoon Worcester-
shire sauce and a boullion cube. Stir
until the cube dissolves, then strain
part of the mixture into an oval, med-
ium-sized mold that has been rinsed
with cold water. There should be a

layer about one-fourth inch deep in the

mold. Chill and when firm, decorate
with slices of stuffed olive. Place the
salmon carefully on the aspilc, then
the rest of the gelatin mixture
over the salmon to cover it. Set aside
to chill and harden. Unmold into a
platter rinsed with cold water, decorate
with tinv crisp lettuce leaves, curled
celery, olive and mayonnaise. Serve 4
generously.
