We have
not used vaccines, anti-serums or med-
Icines to keep the infant healthy.

The greatest advancements have
been made in the science of digestion.
We know what to feed the infant to
keep it healthy, promote growi: and
prevent disease. We know the proper
measures of foods to feed infants of
various ages, and how concentrated
and how dilute it should be. The gen-
eral care of the infant insofar as ex-
posure to sunlight, the feeding of or-
ange juice and cod-liver oil have not
been for the purpose of giving medi-
cine but for the purpose of feeding | gl ; :
