was to make life home-like and

The above photograph, taken by
Mr. Johnson toward the end of
the expedition in Borneo, where
they spent most of last year in
the jungles, shows Mrs. Johnson
n a characteristic scene.  The
Johnsons lived on a bamboo raft
that was moved up and down the
Kinabatangan River, where the
climate is said to be the hottest
in the world. Strange as it may
seem, modern refrigeration played

a big role in the Borneo expedi-
tion. Two Servel Electrolux re-
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[rirreralors (nl:“r:llwl wilh kero-
sene) were part of the scientitie
cqumpment of the expedition, One
of these was imstalled on the back
veranda of the raft, Without the
refnigerators, the Jolhincons conld
not have withstood the heat of
the jJjungles, they stated upon
Ltheir return from Borneo.
